Detective Branch of police arrested Vice-
Principal Mahbuber Rahman Bablu on
September 15, suspecting his involvement
inrape and murder of a girl.

Police recovered the decomposed body of
the girl, Fency Begum, 8, daughter of Firoz
Mia of Kalirkhamar village in the upazila,
from a septic tank on the college campus on
September 8.

Victim's father filed a case with
Sundarganj police station the same day. The

hours. Local people also joined the agitation
demanding release of the college teacher.

Addressing a protest rally on the college
campus, the student said Vice-Principal
Mahbuber Rahman Bablu was in no way
involved in the killing. “Law enforcers are
trying to implicate our teacher in a false case.
He is innocent. We demand his uncondi-
tionalrelease,” the students said.

College Principal Saidur Rahman, teachers
Golam Sadek Lebu, Sunil Kumar Barman and
Nihar Ranjan Roy also addressed the rally. They
urged the law enforcers to arrest the real cul-
prits involved the rape and murder of Fency.
