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FDI row to
delay Lokpal

Bill: Hazare

Anna Hazare yesterday
alleged that Congress might
have taken a U-turn on con-
tentious issues of lower
bureaucracy and CBI in
Lokpal under Rahul
Gandhi's instructions and
claimed that the govern-
ment was delaying resolu-
tion of FDI imbroglio to
avoid passing Jan Lokpal Bill
in the Winter Session of
Parliament.

“Ithink there is no coordi-
nation in this government.
Standing Committee took a
decision (on inclusion of
Group C employees in
Lokpal). I think it is Rahul
Gandhi who has instructed
them not to include Group C
and D employees under
Lokpal. If you don't include
this, public will teach you a
lesson,” he told reporters.

“Maybe Rahul Gandhi
told (the Congress members
on the panel) on phone not
to bring these two or three
issues,” he said, adding "this
ismy guess."

A hill of let-down
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Violent clashes between
indigenous and Bangalee
people centring land rights
have become a daily affair in
an otherwise serene hills as
successive governments
have done little to imple-
ment the accord.

On December 2, 1997, the
then Awami League govern-
ment signed the peace deal
with Parbatya Chattgram
Jana Sanghati Samity
(PCJSS) ending a 22-year
armed conflictin the hills.

As per the agreement,
some 683 members of PCJSS
got job in the police. The
government is providing
monthly ration to 1,966
families of PCJSS. They also
got Tk 50,000 in cash for each
member as grant.

But newspaper reports say,
at least 21 women were raped,
three of whom were Kkilled
afterwards, and eight others
were physically tortured in the
last three years alone. The
government, however, has not
taken any action against the
perpetrators.

The International CHT
commission in a report said a
culture of impunity prevails in
the three hill districts, where

crimes like killing and violence
against women including rape
remain unaddressed.

The slow implementation
of the accord is also causing
social instability in the
region, as the indigenous
people continue to fight
among themselves over
establishing supremacy.

Since December 1997,
about 50 leaders and activ-
ists of PCJSS and UPDF were
killed in clashes and more
than 100 were kidnapped.

UPDE the United Peoples
Liberation Front, opposes
the peace treaty.

Pledges like withdrawal of

temporary army camps from
the hills, formation of hill
police and civiladministration
also remain unimplemented.

This is creating a feeling of

mistrust, fear and insecurity
among the indigenous peo-
ple, observers said.

Amid all this, the hills
people have begun a new
struggle for constitutional
recognition.

[t started in 2008, when
the foreign ministry and
CHT affairs ministry sent
letters to government agen-
cies and also to United
Nations offices not to call

them "indigenous".

An official of the CHT
affairs ministry told The
Daily Star, "The government
was influenced by an intelli-
gence agency. They [the
intelligence people] really
don'twant to recognise them
asindigenous."

The International Labour
Organisation (ILO) conven-
tion ensures special protec-
tion and other rights of
indigenous people.

"Promises haven't been
kept. The government has
breached the agreement
signed with us,” PC]JSS
Chairman Jyotindra
Bodhipriva Larma said at a
press conference in the
capital yesterday.

He said he was now "frus-
trated" of waiting and threat-
ened to launch tougher
movements to see the treaty
implemented.

Asked, Naba Bikram
Kishore Tripura, acting sec-
retary of the CHT affairs
ministry, said the govern-
ment was taking initiatives to
implement the accord.

"The CHT affairs ministry
itselfis an outcome ofthe peace
deal," he told a press confer-
enceat thesecretariat yesterday.
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A few hurting
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democracy. Sometimes, the

activities of the civil society
have made military dictators
in the country the beneficia-
ries,” she added.

The premier also said
such civil society members,
of course, not the entire civil
society, have strong desire to
g0 to state power, but they
never get acceptance of the
mass people.

“As mass people do not
accept them in the state
power, such civil society
members, in the name of
protecting people's rights,
rather destroy the democ-
racy of the country,” she
said.

Hasina said many of the
civil society members may
have high educational
degrees, but in terms of
acceptability to the mass
people, they have no qual-
ity.

She appealed to the peo-
ple to beware of any move by
such civil society members
and of their statements for
the greater interest of the
nation.

The premier mentioned
that since Bangladesh's
emergence as an independ-
ent and sovereign state, the
country had to face a total of
19 coups.

He was speaking at a rally
at the Central Shaheed
Minar marking the 14th
anniversary of Chittagong
Hill Tracts accord.

Larma claimed that the
15th amendment also
defines Islam as the state
religion reflecting Prime
Minister Sheikh Hasina's real
communal character. This is
the reality when Hasina, who
led the government back in
1997, claimed her govern-
ment runs with democratic,
non-communal and progres-
sive values, he said.

“There appears to be a
conspiracy to destroy the
existence of the indigenous
people in the country,” he
said at the rally organised by
PCJSS and Bangladesh
Indigenous Peoples' Forum.

Other indigenous peo-
ples' leaders yesterday

expressed sheer frustration
over non-implementation of
major aspects of the
Chittagong Hill Tracts (CHT)
Accord in the last 14 years.
They threatened the govern-
ment of a tougher movement
at the end of March next year
if it fails to implement the
accord signed in 1997.

The accord was signed
between the then Awami
League-led government and
PCJSS ending over two
decades of armed conflict in
the hills. Major provisions of
the accord include withdrawal
of army camps from the
region; rehabilitation of indig-
enous people who returned
from India, settling land dis-
putes and ensuring autonomy
to the indigenous people.

Larma said there is an
impasse on implementation
of the CHT Accord, which
only implies that the govern-
ment is not sincere. The
indigenous people bear a

grudge and they are ready to
go for any sort of movement
to realise their demands.

Rashed Khan Menon,
chairman of the
Parliamentary Caucus on
Indigenous People, said
these people are getting
tired of movements. “If the
accord is not implemented,
the indigenous people could
create a pre-CHT Accord
situation,” he said.

Noted columnist Syed
Abul Moksud demanded that
the government either imple-
ment the CHT Accord or scrap
italtogether. “Notimplement-
ing the accord is cheating the
indigenous people. Only non-
democratic governments do
that,” he said.

Bangladesh Indigenous
Peoples' Forum General
Secretary Sanjeeb Drong
proposed a high-level dia-
logue between the PCJSS
and the government to break
theimpasse.
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with the now defunct Shanti
Bahini to restore peace and
stability in the Chittagong
Hill Tracts.

“But the next four-party
alliance government did
nothing to establish the
rights of the people in the hill
tracts,” she said.

The premier said the
Awami League government
has implemented various
parts of the agreement and is
now implementing the
