Major
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5 hurt as BCL, JCD
clash at Azizul
Haque college

Five students were injured
as Bangladesh Chhatra
League (BCL) and
Jatiyatabadi Chhatra Dal
(JCD) locked in a clash at
Government Azizul Haque
University College campus
yesterday.

Witnesses said, JCD
brought out a procession on
the campus, led by Shafiqul
Islam Shafique, convener of
the college unit JCD, as part
of their central programme,

at12:00 noon.
BCL brought out a

separate procession on
the campus at the same
time demanding trial and
punishment of war crimi-
nals, which also paraded
different points on the
campus.

At one stage, the two
processions came face to
face, triggering hot
exchanges between the rival
processionists, which led to
a clash, leaving five injured
on both sides.

BCL college committee
convener Mahamudunnabi
Russel alleged that JCD
activists attacked their
procession leaving chemis-
try first year student Sohag
Hossain severely injured.

JCD college unit secretary
Shahabul Alam Piplu denied
the allegation and claimed
that it was BCLwho attacked
first, leaving four JCD activ-
ists injured.

As tension prevailed
between the two student
organisations, police were
deployed on the campus.
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Casual power plant workers
demand job regularisation

The outsourced workers of
Barapukuria coal-fired
power plant yesterday
staged a demonstration
inside the plant demanding
regularisation of their jobs.

Around 234 workers
gathered in front of the
administrative building
in the morning and
chanted slogans in favour
of their demand. Later,
they staged a sit-in there
for three hours from
9:00am.

During agitation, the
outsourced workers pre-
vented the officials and

employees from entering
the power plant. They urged
the authorities concerned
to confirm their jobs as
soon as possible.
Otherwise, they threatened
to launch a tougher agita-
tion programme.

Addressing a rally at the
venue, Meztajul Islam,
president of Casual Workers
Union, said 234 workers
hired by a company have
been working at the plant
for long on no work, no pay
basis.

the authorities con-
cerned to regularise jobs
of the workers without
further delay.

CBA leader Md Moktar
Hossain threatened to para-
lyse the power plant if the
demand of the workers was
not met immediately.
Union leaders Habib
Hasan, Nazrul Islam, Azizul
Islam, Sakhawat Ali and
Nuruzzaman also spoke.
