Mother, daughter

killed

The bodies of a woman and her daughter were found yester-

daymorning in afield in Swarupkathiupazila of Pirojpur.
The dead were identified as Sheuli Begum, 31, wife of fisher-

man Touhidul Islam of Sehangal village, and their only daughter

Suborna, 11, aclasssixstudent ofalocal primary school.
Police arrested Shaheen Howlader, of nearby Kawkhali

upazila, in this connection. There were a number of calls from
Shaheen's cell phone to Sheuli's on Friday night, said
Mezbahuddin, officer-in-charge of Swarupkathi Police Station.
The OC quoted Shaheen as saying that he raped Sheuli
and then killed her and Suborna that night. Some other
people were with him at that time.
At the time of his arrest, police found Yaba tablets, a highly

addictive drug, in his possession, Mezbahuddin added.
Shefali, a neighbour of the victims, was the first one to see

the dead bodies in the field around 7:00am when she took
her cattle there for grazing, said local people.

Delwar Hossain Dilu, a member of village police, said the
body of the mother had been chopped and the girl's throat slit.
Their bodies were found in a paddy field, about a quarter
kilometre from their residence, Diluadded.

Villagers said Sheuli and her daughter Suborna was not at
home Friday night when Sheuli's husband Touhid returned
from fishing. He went for fishing again and came back home

yesterday morning.

Not seeing the family members at home this time, Touhid
beganlooking for themin the village.
Shefali later informed people in the neighbourhood and

police of the bodies.

Help try war criminals
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Earlier, she addressed a

function on the occasion of
installation of solar home
systems and biogas plants.
Hasina's visit to Sandwip
was only the second by a
head of government after

HM Ershad.
The prime minister said

the Pakistani army had
committed crimes upon the
orders of their mentors. “But
how did the sons of this soil
could commit killings, plun-
ders and arson, and hand
over women to the Pakistan
army?”

Hasina also came down
heavily on BNP Chairperson
Khaleda Zia over the latter's
recent remark to make this
government lame and crip-
ple. The prime minister said
she had learnt in her child-
hood: Not to call a blind
person blind and a lame
personlame.

“The opposition leader
does not know this saying
since she did not study.

People know it well who is
lame and disabled... We will
not allow making our people
lame and cripple as long as
we are alive,” she said.
Continuing her rant,
Hasina said while in power,
the BNP government had
“maimed and killed” innu-
merable people, but the trial
of those killings and maim-
ing were not held. “Killing of

peopleisin their character.”
She advised her arch rival

to behave properly and offer
apology to the people and
say “tawba” (confession of

guilt) that she would not
repeatanysuchsinin future.

The premier said the
present government wanted
to establish peace and secu-
rity in the country. But dur-
ing the BNP's rule, “Bangla-
desh was known to the
whole world as a country of
corruption, terrorism and
militancy.

“BNP is the synonym for
terrorism, corruption and
money laundering,” she
said, adding that the BNP
chief had indulged in cor-
ruption while in power and
“whitened” her “black
money” ruining the image of
the nation.

Hasina said all elections
were held peacefully under
the present government and
people elected their repre-
sentatives according to their
free will. “We have arranged
a system ensuring people's
right to vote according to

their choice,” she added.
Referring to the proposed

Sandwip-Noakhali cross
dam, the prime minister said
the Netherlands has been
doing the feasibility studyon
the project. The government
will decide on the feasibility
report, but it would take
time.

Chaired by Sandwip
upazila Awami League
President M Shajahan, the
meeting was also addressed
by Akhtaruzzaman
Chowdhury Babu MF, Engr
Mosharraf Hossain MP,
Ahmad Hossain, MA Salam,
Moslem Uddin Ahmed and
AminulIslam.

The physicians outlined

these at a seminar styled
“Chikungunya fever: An
emerging disease” at the
auditorium of Institute of
Epidemiology, Disease
Control and Research
(IEDCR) in the city.
Epidemiological
Association of Bangladesh
(EAB) and IEDCR jointly
organised the event in
cooperation with the
Bangladesh chapter of
United Nations Children's
Fund (Unicef).
Chikungunya is charac-
terised by high fever, severe
joint pain (especially in
wrist, elbow, finger, knee and
ankle) and some types of
skin rashes, said Dr Apurba

Chakrabarty of IEDCR.
It is spread by Aedes

albopictus and Aedes
aegypti mosquitoes. The
possibility of human infec-
tion of the virus remains
round the year, but the rainy
season poses the major
threat, he pointed out.

The disease was first
reported in Bangladesh in
2008. Since then, many
patients have been identi-
fied across the country over
the years. At least 480 people
have been infected with the
virus since January last year
to date, maintained
Chakrabarty.

However, there have been
no deaths from the disease
so far in the country.

He suggested destroying
all the breeding areas (artifi-
cial containers, coconut
shells, cans, used tyres,
earthen pots, flower vases
etc.) of the mosquitoes as a
preventive measure.

Director of IEDCR Dr
Mahmudur Rahman
advised keeping the patients
under bed nets for an early
cure and controlling further
spread of the virus.

"We are keenly monitor-
ing the situation across the
country to notice any new
case and arrange proper
treatment for them," he

mentioned.
The disease is a conse-

quence of climate change,
said Dr Igbal Kabir of
National Institute of
Preventive and Social

Medicine.
General Secretary of EAB

Meerjady Sabrina Flora
made the welcome speech,
while ASM Alamgir, national
professional officer at World
Health Organisation's
Bangladesh office,
addressed the function,
among others.

Baby surprise
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Australian university who

have spent two years filming
the behaviour of young

children.
Academics at Charles

Sturt University are study-
ing how children interact
with other infants while in
childcare using footage
obtained from tiny cam-

eras strapped to their

heads.
The study affords a

"baby's eye view" of the
world in which even simple
objects such as spoons
appear oversized, said
Jennifer Sumsion, founda-
tion professor of early child-

hood at the university.
But it also shows that

children aged from six
months to 18 months use

sophisticated but subtle
non-verbal means to make

friends and make each other
laugh.

"We were very, very sur-
prised to see just how sophis-
ticated they were in terms of
their social skills, their help-
ing skills, in making sure they
were inviting other children
to be part of their group,”

Sumsion told AFP
Sumsion said babies

interacted with each other
by making eye contact and
with hand gestures and
humour.

They used "little social
games that you wouldn't
necessarily see unless you
were looking very closely”,

shesaid.
Examples of this

included children pretend-
ing to hand another child a
toy, only to snatch it away at
the last minute, or babies
sitting close to each other in
highchairs playfully switch-
ing their drink bottles
around.

In another instance
caught on camera, a one-
year-old girl tried to comfort
a baby when she was fright-
ened by gently placing a
piece of see-through fabric
over her so she could see out
but feel protected.

The researchers, who
analysed the baby-cam
footage alongside other
video shot of the children at
the same time, did not force
the babies to wear the cam-
eras and they were only
attached for 10 to 15 minutes
atatime.

They hope the research
will shed light on the secret
world of babies and their

experience in childcare.
"What surprised us

though were the games that
they were playing with each
other, even at that age. It's
really very positive to see,"
Sumsion said.

Progressive politics
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together sometime in the

middle of the year to form
the Pakistan Shahitya
Parishad.

A significant event fol-
lowing the tragedy of
February 21, 1952 was the
decision by the East Pakistan
Muslim Students' League to
turn itself into a non-
communal body. This hap-
pened in 1953. Between
August 22 and 24, 1952 the
East Pakistan Cultural
Conference was held in
Comilla. The focus was of
course on the language
issue. The meeting was
presided over by Abdul
Karim Shahityobisharod,
who made it clear that

Bangla was the language of
the people of East Bengal.
The 1952 tragedy had a
snowball effect on politics,
especially at the educa-
tional institutions of the
country. At the Dhaka
University hall elections,
progressive student bodies
turfed out the groups which
had till then enjoyed the
patronage of the govern-
ment. The first anniversary
of the shootings, on
February 21, 1953 went off
peacefully. Reportedly an
understanding had been
reached between the
authorities and the stu-
dents about the need for the
observance to be peaceful.
But not everything was

satisfying for the students.
When the students of Eden
College and Dhaka College
tried to put up memorials
on the college premises in
memory of the 1952 mar-
tyrs, they ran into opposi-
tion from their teachers.
The teachers opposed the
programmes, including the
songs that were to be sung,
chalked out by the students.

In March 1953, Hasan
Hafizur Rahman, then a
young poet and student
leader, brought out an
anthology he called
Ekushey Shonkolon. It was
swiftly banned and would
not see the light of day
again until 1965 and then
1968.

Big parties backing
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The minister said, “We are

responsible for whatever is
going on in the country.
Because we [the people]
make the government...This
is the price we pay for
democracy.”

He blamed the lack of
good governance for extor-
tion and corruption.

Bangladesh Agro-based
Product Producers and
Merchants Association
(BAPMA) organised the
seminar at the Federation of
Bangladesh Chambers of
Commerce and Industry
(FBCCI).

Businessmen at the dis-
cussion blamed extortion
and perishing of vegetables
and fruits during transpor-
tation as major causes
behind the rise of the prices
of essentials.

Referring to the domi-
nance of middlemen in the
supply chain of essentials,
Quader said middlemen are
very powerful here. "They
help us become ministers,"
he said. He also said there is
no way to get rid of the mid-
dlemen; they are every-
where in the world.

On the market of essen-
tial commodities, he said a
handful of processors and
importers control the major
portion of the market,
whereas the Trading
Corporation of Bangladesh
is able to cater for only three
percent of the market.

"The government is try-
ing to strengthen the TCB,"
he said, expressing doubts
about the TCB's ability to
intervene in the market
properly in times of need.

FBCCI President AK Azad

said prices of agricultural
produce such as vegetables
and fruits go up because of
transportation cost, extor-
tion and perishing of prod-
ucts. Costof interest on bank
loans add to these, he said.

He said businessmen at
meetings had informed the
home ministry about how
much money they paid the
extortionists and at how
many places.

“When we ask a trader
how the price of a papaya
bought for Tk 5 in Rajshahi
becomes Tk 120 in Dhaka,
they blame extortion, trans-

port cost and bank loans,”
said Azad.

Azad, citing the hike in
bank interest, also urged
banks not to impose addi-
tional interest on entrepre-
neurs who borrowed before
the spike ininterest rates.

Major reshuttle in the offing
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Representative of

Permanent Mission of
Bangladesh to the UN

Quayes is alternatively

trying to get an extension of
his service as the foreign
secretary, as most of the
important ambassadorial
posts are now being held by
political appointees on
contract, a source pointed

out.
A highly placed source

dismissed the possibility of
giving extension to QQuayes,
as the government is not
very happy with his perfor-
mance in the past three
years.

Meanwhile, the govern-
ment finalised the appoint-
ment of former foreign sec-
retary Touhid Hossain as the
Bangladesh high commis-
sioner to Pretoria, South
