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Japan, EU working to comply

with Iran sanctions
Says Hillary Clinton

US Secretary of State Hillary Clinton on
Tuesday pledged to aggressively imple-
ment new US sanctions on Iran but
noted that some allies such as Japan
face "unique situations" as they seek to
reduce Iranian oil imports.

President Barack Obama on
December 31 signed into law the
harshest in a series of US sanctions on
Tehran over its nuclear program, tar-
geting foreign financial institutions
that do business with Iran's central
bank or other blacklisted Iranian finan-
cial entities.

The new US sanctions have set off
a scramble among countries with
significant Iranian oil imports to
voluntarily reduce such purchases so
they would be exempted from the
penalties.

For non-petroleum transactions,
from February 29 the law requires the
president to punish private banks that
"knowingly conducted or facilitated
any significant financial transaction
with the Central Bank of Iran" or other
blacklisted entities.

transactions "for the purchase of petro-
leum or petroleum products from Iran"
provided several conditions are met.

Obama has until March 30 to decide
whether the price and supply levels of
non-Iranian oil and fuels such as gaso-
line, diesel and jet fuel in global mar-
kets are sufficient for countries to "sig-
nificantly” reduce their Iranian pur-
chases.

"We are implementing the new Iran
sanctions aggressively,”" Clinton told a
Senate panel, outlining steps aimed at
hobbling Iran's ability to make an
atomic bomb by squeezing revenues
from its oil exports. Iran says its
nuclear program is geared purely to
develop power stations and for medi-

cal purposes.

Clinton repeated that US intelli-
gence assessments held that Iran had
not yet decided to pursue a nuclear
weapon. But she said it was important
to work with other ¢countries to keep up
the pressure.

"I think that there's a very clear-
eyed view of Iran and Iranian objec-
tives and that's why the president's
policyis so clear and adamant that the
United States intends to prevent Iran
from obtaining a nuclear weapon,”
she said.

Japan, the world's third-biggest oil
importer, last year bought almost 9
percent of its crude from Iran and its
dependence on fuel imports has
increased because almost all its power-
generating nuclear reactors have been
shut after the Fukushima nuclear
disaster a yearago.

Japan's Nikkei business daily
reported last week that Japan could cut
its Iranian oil imports by a more-than-
expected 20 percent in its drive towin a
US exemption.

Nepal calls for help
to settle Everest height

Nepal is appealing to international donors to help it finally
settle a long-running dispute over the height of Mount
Everest, a government official said yesterday.

The world's highest peak, which straddles Nepal and
China, is usually attributed a height of 8,848 metres (29,029
feet) following an Indian survey in 1954, but other more
recent measurements have varied by several metres.

China measures the peak four metres lower -- by exclud-
ing the snowcap -- while in 1999 an American team using
GPS technology recorded a height of 8,850 metres, a figure
used by the US National Geographic Society.

Nepal's state-run Survey Department told AFP it was
seeking to obtain grants and expertise from international
donors, as well as the global scientific community:.

Delhi attack
plot foiled

Says Chidambaram

India's home minister said
yesterday that police had
foiled a major attack by
suspected militants from the
Pakistan-based Lashkar-e-
Taiba (LeT) group who were
caught with explosives at a
rail station.

Home Minister P
Chidambaram told reporters
that two men were arrested at
New Delhi's main station
after a tip-off from intelli-
gence agencies and work by
threestate police agencies.

"They were planning to
detonate a bomb or more
than one bomb in a crowded
locality,” he said, citing
initial reports from the
police investigation.
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
