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Water crisis in
Ctg to deepen

Wasa struggles to meet growing

demand in summer

Chittagong city will face a deeper water
crisis from April when demand for wateris
projected to peak to alevel three times the
water supplying authorities are able to
supply

The crisis is already unbearable with
Chittagong Water Supply and Sewerage
Authority (Wasa) supplying just around
200 million litres of water per day againsta

demand for 500 to 550 million litres.
The authorities said beginning from

April, the demand will go up by another
100 million litres.

This means, city dwellers cannot expect
to get water supply daily or even once in
three days. Based on their last year's expe-
rience, some city dwellers said they might

getwater supplyoncein 10 days.
Wasa officials said this situation was

created by the negligence of successive
governments to set up new water treat-
ment plants in pace with the city's popu-
lation growth.
