'Shot, stabbed
with bayonets'

Army officer narrates finding
younger brother's body riddled
with wounds

An army officer yesterday narrated the condition of the
body of his younger brother, Major Syed Md Idris Igbal,
as it was found after the mutiny in the Pilkhana
Headquarters of the then Bangladesh Rifles (BDR).

“lI found bloody wounds on different parts of his
body. I think he died after being shot and stabbed with
bayonets,” said Major Syed Md Yousuf Igbal.

Major Yousuf was giving his testimony in a carnage
case before a Metropolitan Sessions Judge's Court set up
temporarily at the playground of Alia Madrasa of the
capital's Bakshibazar.

The body of Major Idris, alongside that of nine others,
was unearthed from a mass grave on a playground
behind the MT Barrack on February 28, 2009, two days
after the February 25-26 mutiny ended.

The body of Naznin Shakil Shipu, wife of the slain
BDR chief Maj Gen Shakil Ahmed, was also recovered
from the grave. The bodies of many officers were found
stripped of their clothes, he added.

On February 25, 2009, Major Yousuf was inside the
office of Major Mahmudul Hasan, one of the 57 army
officers killed in the mutiny, in Pilkhana, assigned with
the duty to confirm the arrival of VIPs in the Darbar that
day.

T,I:-*L'ajn::-r Idris was called from 30 Rifle Battalion of
Khagrachhari to be the commander of the flag carrying
contingent that day.

“At about 9:30am, my brother told me over phone that
firing had begun at the Darbar Hall. He also told me that
BDR members shot DG Maj Gen Shakil Ahmed,” said

Major Yousuf.
It was the last time they talked, he added. Major

Yousuf hid under a table of the office and came out after
the mutiny ended.

Five other prosecution witnesses, including an army
officer, yesterday gave their depositions and were cross-
examined by the defence. The court was adjourned till
April 16.

Atotal 74 people were killed in the mutiny.

Railways minister should quit: BNP

BNP acting secretary general Mirza
Fakhrul Islam Alamgir yesterday said the
railways minister should resign as he
could not deny the responsibility of the
recovery of huge money from his assis-
tant personal secretary (APS).

“You should resign on moral grounds
because you will have to take the respon-
sibility of theincident”, he said.

Border Guard Bangladesh (BGB) on
Monday night seized Tk 70 lakh of "bribe
money" from the car of Omar Farug
Talukder, APS of Railways Minister
Suranjit Sengupta.

Addressing a protest programine,
Fakhrul said the government should also

resign taking the responsibility of wide-
spread corruption. If the minister cannot
give proper explanation for the corrup-
tion, the prime minister should quit
shouldering the responsibility, he said.
Dhaka city unit of BNP-led four-party
alliance and other like-minded political
parties organised the demonstration in
front of BNP central office at Naya Paltan
in the capital as part of the countrywide
agitation in protest of price spiral of elec-
tricity, gas and fuels, and demanding
immediate supply of safe drinking water.
The BNP leader also asked the govern-
ment to accept the opposition's key
demand of restoration of caretaker gov-
ernment system within BNP's June 10

deadline.

Fakhrul said there was wide-scale
corruption behind increasing the elec-
tricity tariff.

Permanent power plants are neces-
sary to meet the demand of electricity,
but without doing that the government
went for installation of quick rental
power plants, he said.

The BNP leader announced another
countrywide demonstration on April 25
to protest increasing prices of agricul-
tural inputs and denial of fair prices to
farmers for their produces.
