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LNG TERMINAL PROJECT

None interested

Pre-qualified parties stay
away from bidding over
tight timeline

The Petrobangla tender for installing a terminal in
Maheshkhali to import liquefied natural gas (LNG)

flopped on Monday as no bidder turned up to submit offer.
Sources said four pre-qualified bidders lost interest in

the tender as Petrobangla insisted on completing the
project within a maximum of 18 months, which implies
within the tenure of this government. The project aims at
easing the country's gas crisis by importing LNG contain-
ers from Qatar.

The bidders, who were also asked to arrange finance
for the project, said it would be impossible to complete
installation of the terminal within such a time frame.

Instead, theywanted 24 to 30 months.
They explained that arranging the project finance of

around $300 million itself would take six to nine months.
The bidders were also concerned that although the

government was embarking on such a big project, it did
not have any agreement with any LNG exporting country.

Petrobangla said it has amemorandum of understanding
