1 The Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh (GoB) has currently applied for
a loan from the Japan International Co-operation Agency (JICA) foward the cost of the
Dhaka Mass Rapid Transit Development Project (the Project). The Mass Rapid Transit
Line-6 (MRT Line-6) from Uttara 3" Phase to Bangladesh Bank, having a length of 20.10
km (elevated), is to be constructed under the Project. The main features of the Project
are likely to be (i) Construction of Main Line and Stations; (ii) Construction of Depots; (jii)
Installation of Electrical and Mechanical System (iv) Rolling Stocks and Equipment.

2. It is intended that the cost of the General Consulting Services [hereinafter 'GC'] for
Design, Construction Supervision, Procurement Support and Management will be
financed out of the proceed of the loan and the consultant to be employed will be
selected in accordance with the JICA Procurement Guidelines. All payments for the
consultancy services will be made both in local and foreign currency.

3. The Special Project Organization (SPO) of Dhaka Mass Rapid Transit Development
(DMRTD) Project now invites Expression of Interest (EQI) from the reputed consulting
firm/firms in single or joint ventures/association for short listing of the firm/firms for the
consultancy services for Detailed Design, Construction Supervision, Procurement
Support and Management of the Project.

4, The Special Project Organization (SPQO) of Dhaka Mass Rapid Transit Development (DMRTD)
Project under Ministry of Communication (MoC), Government of the People's Republic of
Bangladesh represented by the Managing Director (MD), SPO/DMTC will be the 'Client’ for
the Project.

D, The Consulting Services of GC shall be carried out in accordance with the following major
scope of works and study requirements:

i) Public Transportation Planning Review and Updating STP.

The GC will review all studies and proposals related to the public transport systems and
networks to integrate MRT Line 6 with other public transport systems in urban area of Dhaka
City, including future MRT networks (BRT & METRO), road and rail network. Subsequently
GC will revise and update the STP (Strategic Transport Plan) of Dhaka.

i) Engineering Study and Basic Design

The GC will perform the Engineering Study and Basic Design to conform the feasibility of the
proposals made by the JICA Feasibility Study and carry out a supplemental study. The result
of the Engineering Study and Basic Design shall be reported to the Employer as a Basic
Design Report for the Employer's acknowledgement.

iii) The Project Management Program

The GC will prepare and perform the Project Management Program based on the basic
design and duly updated in progress of the detailed design, which include, construction
implementation schedule, actions required from the operation & maintenance unit, tendering
schedule, integrated testing schedule, and commencement of operation for public usage, efc.
iv) Detailed Design

The GC will prepare detailed design for the whole Mass Rapid Transit Development Project.
Results of the detailed design shall be part of the bidding documents and the remaining such
as structure detailed calculation analysis, detailed alignment study, utilities survey etc, may be
issued to the qualified bidders for their reference.

v) Bidding Documents for Construction and Maintenance

The GC will prepare all necessary pre-qualification and bid documents in accordance with the
sample pre-qualification documents and sample bidding documents under Japanese ODA
loans.

vi) Assistance to the Employer in Selecting the Contractors

The GC shall assist the employer in pre-qualification of applicants and selection of the
contractors, manufacturers, suppliers, bidding plan in discussion with the employer, funding
agencies, and related organizations.

vii) Construction Supervision

The GC shall supervise the contractor's activities as "the Engineer” within its delegated range
under civil works contracts,

viii) Provisional Taking Over for Testing

The GC shall supervise the contractors who carry out the testing and commissioning program.
The integrated testing and trial-run shall be done by the Operation & Maintenance Company
staff.

ix) Defects Liability Period and Final Taking Over

During the defects liability period, the GC will monitor the system performance and organize &
implement final taking over inspection at the final stage.

x) Institutional Development and Training

The GC will take over the task of assisting recruitment of DMTC staffs and support for their
capacity building, etc. and prepare for the commercial operation when activity of the
Institutional Development Consultant (IDC, a separate consultancy firm will be hired for
institutional development of the DMTC) will complete. Moreover, the consultant will organize
workshop, seminar for successful implementation of the project.

6 The GC will be selected under Quality-Based Selection [QBS] method in accordance with the
procedures set out in the JICA Procurement Guidelines.

7. Interested reputed consulting firm or firms in Single or Joint Ventures are being invited to
submit their EQI for short-listing for the abovementioned consultancy services. The SPO will
conduct the short-listing of interested consultant firms. Firms may associate to enhance their
qualifications.

8. Any interested reputed consulting firm or firms in Single or Joint Ventures will need to
demonstrate significant experience of managing similar projects in size, complexity and
technical specialty, as well as in similar environments, preferably in developing countries of
South Asia.

9, The consultants must have (i) satisfactory overseas experiences of rendering consultancy
services for detailed design and construction supervision of at least 1(one) mass rapid transit
development project (metro system) within last 15 (fifteen) years and (ii) experiences in a
developing country, preferably in South Asia region. Experiences with Japanese ODA projects
are preferable especially in Bangladesh.

10.  The EOI should especially include:

a. Firm(s) Joint Venture(s) name, address, copy of the registration certificate with relevant
professional bodies of the concemed govemment, supported by latest/updated renewal,
country of operations (if the firm is registered and operating in several countries);

b. General and overall experience of the firm(s);

c. List of similar works (MRT project, in terms of size, complexity and technical specialty)
completed during the last 15 (fifteen) years with clients name, total cost of such projects and
cost of consultancy services, date of commencement and completion;

e. A firm, which was a team member in a previous joint venture, should furnish a statement
providing details of works, component of works performed individually and its overall share
(percentage) in the works performed by the joint venture:

j. History of litigation (if any) in courts or any arbitration proceedings;

11.  The consulting firm(s), which are "solely” or "jointly and severally” liable for entire performance
under contract, shall not be allowed to participate in more than one proposal.
