Santu for early execution
of CHT peace deal

to ban all kinds of anti-
peace activities in hills,
speakers at the rally said
United People's
Democratic Front (UPDF)
is destroying the peace
through their criminal
activities including killing
of the leaders and activists
of PCJSS.

Bangali settlers are
grabbing the lands of eth-
nic people under the shel-
ter of army in hills, they
said.
