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STORM LASHES KURIGRAM, LALMONIRHAT

3,000 houses damaged,

over 50 injured

Storm lashed four upazilas
of Kurigram and
Lalmonirhat districts early
yvesterday and on Tuesday
night, damaging over 3,000
thatched and tin-roofed
houses and injuring at least
28 people.

Our Kurigram correspon-
dent reported that at least
600 houses were damaged as
storm swept 20 villages in
four unions of Rajarhat
upazila early yesterday.

Locals said the storm hit
the village of four unions at
around 12:00am and lasted
for an hour.

Boro paddy on about 200
hectares of land at Ratirum,
Pathak, Arjunechchha,
Shakoa, Taluk Nakkati and
Chak Nakkati villages under
Chakirpashar union,
Joydebh Malshabari, Makor
and Fakirerhat villages
under Omar Majid union,
Shom Narian village under
Najimkhan union and
Shukhdebh and Aramoula
villages under Bidyananda

union were damaged.
Chairman o f

Chakirpashar union zahid 1
gbal Suhrawardy claimed
that about 300 houses, 20
shops and boro paddyon150
acres of land were damaged

by the storm in his union.

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Residents look forlornly at the site of their mangled house after Tuesday night's nor'wester
caused extensive damage in 30 villages of three upazilas under Lalmonirhat district.

Nur Md Akhtaruzzaman and
Project Implementation
Officer (PIO) Md Sana Ullah
visited the storm hit villages.
In Lalmonirhat, At least
50 people were injured and
over 2,500 houses damaged
during the storm that lashed
lashed 30 villages of sadar,
Aditmari and Kaliganj
upazilas on Tuesday night,
reports our correspondent.

The worst affected vil-
lages are Mondolerhat,
Gokunda, Panchogram,
S induaurmo €y,
Mohendronagar, Ambari,
Harati, Guriadah of
Lalmonirhat Sadar upazila;
Saptibari, Vadai, Namuri,
Polashi, Komlabari,
Haziganj villages of Aditmari
upazila; and Kakina,
Chaklarhat, Chaparhat,

Jamirbari, Votmari and
Mohipur villages of Kaligonj
upazila.

Boro paddy on about 50
bighas of land were dam-
aged while and a good num-
ber of trees and electric
poles uprooted.

The injured people were
admitted to the upazila
health complexes.

Six members of United

Ashok Chakma, uncle of
the victim, filed the case with
Laxmichhari Police Station
on May 21, said Kamrul
Hassan, officer-in-charge

(OC) of the police station.
The accused are Samir

Chakma, 30, Promendra
Chakma, 38, Agrashan
Chakma, 28, Sujendra
Chakma, 33, Ranjan

Chakma, 35, and Soumit
Chakma, 32.

Police are raiding differ-
ent areas to arrest the

accused, the OC said.
Anil Chakma, 34, conve-

nor of PCJSS Laxmichhari
upazila unit, was shot dead
while two others sustained
bullet injuries in the early
hours of May 19.

A gangof 10 to 12 armed
criminals stormed into
Anil's house in Jurgachhari
under the upazila at around

3:15am and shot him dead.
Hearing gunshots, neigh-

bours rushed to the house
and found the criminals
fleeing setting the house

afire, said the OC, adding
that when the locals tried to
catch them, the assailants
opened fire leaving Ripon
and Mahendra injured.

After the incident, police
arrested a man named
Shantimoy Chakma, son of
late Natun Kumar Chakma,
in Dewanpara area of the
upazila, suspecting his
involvementin thekilling.

5 get life for murder
