KMCH interns again
on indefinite strike

Interns at Khulna Medical
College Hospital (KMCH)
began an indefinite strike
again yesterday to realise

their five-point demand.
The demands include

deployment of additional
police and security guards
at the hospital, investiga-
tion into the attack on
some doctors by the out-
siders on May 23 and pun-
ishment to the attackers,
upgrading the 250-bed
hospital to a 500-bed one
and adequate supply of
medical equipment to
ensure better treatment of

the patients.
Following assault on

some doctors by the rela-
tives and attendants of a
patient who succumbed to
his bullet injuries at the

hospital on May 23, the
interns at the hospital went
on an indefinite strike on
May 24 and submitted the
five-point demand to the
hospital authorities.

They withdrew the strike
on May 26 after the authori-
ties concerned assured them
of meeting the demands as
soon as possible,

Dr Kazi Karim Newaz,
president of the KMCH unit
of Interns Association, said
they went on the strike as the
hospital authorities did not
pay heed to the demands
even after 10 days of the

assurance.
“We will continue the

strike until the demands are
met,” he said, adding that
the interns will perform
their duties at OTs and
attend to the patients at
emergency section during

the strike.
Dr Kazi Karim Newaz

further said, the interns will
stage demonstration in
front of the hospital super-
intendent's office for three
hours from 8:00am every-
day and observe work
abstention in the afternoon
and night shifts until the
demand are met.

Contacted, KMCH
Director Professor
Paritosh Kumar Kundo
said they formed an eight-
member committee com-
prising the hospital
authorities and interns to
make suggestions for
resolving the problems.

“I will talk to KCC Mayor
Talukder Abdul Khaleque
and KMP Commissioner
Safigur Rahman to beef up
security at KMCH,"” he
added.
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Fake energy
drinks seized

Members of Rapid Action
Battalion (Rab) seized
40,000 bottles 'fake’ energy
drinks worth Tk 16 lakh at
Afuria village in Sadar
upazila yesterday.

On secret information, a
team of Rab-12 led by execu-
tive magistrate Mukul
Kumar Maitra raided 'First
Food (HBD) Ltd', a soft drink
factory, in the area and
seized the drinks worth Tk 16
lakh.

The team also fined
Abdur Razzak, owner of the
factory, Tk 50,000 for manu-
facturing the drinks, said
K.M Tanvir Anwar, com-
manderof Rab-12.

During the drive, the
factory authorities could not
show any legal documentsin
favour of their activities, he

added.
The bottles were later

taken to Pabna truck termi-
nal area and destroyed, said
Tanvir.

Teacher's sad death
triggers protest

Aschoolteacherwaskilled as
a wall of an under construc-
tion building collapsed and
fell on him at Haldarpara in
the town on Monday.

The death triggered
protest by students and
guardians.

The victim, Jiban Kumar
Sheel, 35, of Majlishpur
village in Kasba upazila, isan
English teacher at
Brahmanbaria Government
Model Girls' High School.

Family members said
Jiban was critically injured
when the wall of the top floor
of a 13-storey building
collapsed on him at about
9:00pm. He died on way to
the hospital.

The incident occurred
when the schoolteacher was
returning home during bad
weather.

As the death news spread,

several hundred people,
including students and
teachers of different schools,
blocked the main road near
the school yesterday morn-
ing, halting traffic move-
mentforaboutthree hours.

They also damaged the
window panes and fans of
the building during the
protest, said locals.

The protesters
demanded immediate
punishment of the owner of
the building, his contactor
and workers.

They also formed a
human chain in the area in
favour of their demand.

They withdrew the barri-
cade at about 11:00am
following an assurance by
deputy commissioner Md
Abdul Mannan of taking
steps against the owner of
the building.

Two people have already
been arrested, the DC said.
