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Mob beats up
youth, damages
eyes, hands him
over to police

All on 'suspicion’

Local people caught a
‘criminal’, damaged his
eyes and handed him over
to police after mob beating
in Kalbari of Nager Bazar
in the district town early
yesterday.

The mob also fractured
the left leg of Mukul
Hawladar, 35, son of Shah
Alam Hawladar of
Guabaria village in
Morelganjupazila.

Locals and OC
Moazzem Hossain of
Sadar Police Station
said two people includ-
ing Mukul were prepar-
ing to fire on munici-
pality councillor and
president of Jubo
League at about 5:00am
in the area.

Local people after a hot
chase caught Mukul and
beat him indiscrimi-
nately. At one stage the
angry mob damaged the
eyes of Mukul, leaving
him critically injured. His
accomplice, however,
managed to flee the
scene.

On information, police
rushed to the spot and
arrested Mukul. Police also
recovered a revolver and
five bullets from his pos-
sesslion.

Mukul was first admit-

later shifted to Khulna
Medical College Hospital
as his condition deterio-
rated.

Mukul told this corre-
spondent at the hospital
that he was caught on
Tuesday night and tor-
tured at the house of the
councillor. Later he was
handed over to police in
the morning, Mukul
claimed.

Mina Hasibul Hasan,
however, said that 'crimi-
nal" Mukul was moving
suspiciously in Nager
Bazar area for the last few
days.

On Wednesday morn-
ing, when Mina came outof
the local mosque, Mukul
was standing nearby with
another person.

He called Mukul, but
they tried to flee the place
on a motorbike.

At this, local people
chased them and
caught Mukul with the
arms. Later they
handed him over to
police after a good beat-
ing, he said.

Meanwhile, local Jubo
League yesterday brought
out a procession and held
a roadside rally in the
town, demanding arrest of
'real culprits' behind the
alleged move for attempt
on life of Mina Hasibul

to abduct boys

man on charge of attempt to
abduct two schoolboys from

The arrestee was identi-

fied as Altaf Hossain Khan,
60, of Arazi Chandkhana
village of Kishoreganj
upazila of Nilphamari dis-
trict.

According to the family
members of the boys, the
accused became friendly
with Obaydur Rahman
Ornab, 12, son of
Shahabuddin Mian of
Ashratpur area and Md
Hayat Mahmud Oni, 12, son
of Anchharul Haque of New
Adarshapara area in the
town, He used to meet them
on their way to North Bengal
Coaching Centre in
Ashratpur area for the last

one month.
The accused allegedly

allured the boys by telling
them that he would get them
admitted to Rangpur Cadet
College. He also offered
them snacks and gave

money several times.
On last Monday, Altaf

Hossain Khan threatened
them with dire conse-
quences if they refused to
go with him.

Ornab and Oni disclosed
it to their family members.
Their family members
informed the matter to
Abbasul Haque, principal of
North Bengal Coaching
Centre on Tuesday.

Abbasul, however, sug-
gested both the families to
send the boys to the coach-

ing centre as usual.
On Wednesday, when

Ornab and Oni came out of
the centre, Altaf Hossain
Khan 'forced' themtogotoa

nearly teastall.
Meanwhile, the teachers

of the coaching centre with
the help of the locals, cap-
tured the alleged abductor

and informed police.
On information, a team

led by Kobirul Islam, SI of
Rangpur Kotwali police
station rushed to the spot
and arrested Altaf

Hossain Khan.
Officer in-charge of

Rangpur Kotwali police
station said that during
primary interrogation,
the accused admitted to
his involvement with the

incident.
Shahabuddin Mian,

father of Ornab lodged a
case with the police station

in this connection, the OC
added.
