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Erosion damages Kurigram
dyke, threatening village

Erosion by the Brahmaputra
River has damaged over 400
metre of Bhatigram flood
protection embankment at
Bhatipara village in Hatia
union of Ulipur upazila in
the lastten days.

Several families living
along the 600-metre
embankment, constructed
last month, near Hatia Bazar
at the village are facing a
oreatrisk.

Sand bags dumped in the
river to protect the embank-
ment have been washed away
by strong current, said locals.

The river also devoured at
least four homesteads in the
area. Locals feared that
Bhatigram mosque, an
Eidgah ground and a
madrasa of the union may
be devoured anytime.

During a recent visit to
the dyke, this correspondent
found that the embankment
was losing earth fast, threat-
ening the village.

Abul Kashem Master of the
village said the embankment
constructed by Water
Development Board (WDB) only
last month and the local bazar
werebeingeroded bytheriver.

Blaming the authorities,
Kashem, also an erosion hit
victim, said “The embank-
ment could effectively halt
the erosion if its length was
extended up to the turning
point of the village”.

Md Abul Hossain, chair-
man of the union, said the
damage of the embankment
was quickened due to strong
current caused by heavy rain
in the last few days.

He said, the authorities
dumped sand bags in the
damaged portion when the
erosion took a serious turn
butstep was not adequate.

Mahibul Islam said growing
water level of the river also
made the damage to the
embankment fasten.

About 28,000 sand bags
have so far been dumped to
protect the embankment, he
added.

We do not have enough
funds to tackle the situation.
We have informed the higher
authorities about the matter,
he added.

Shuvalong Bazar

reopens today

No trace yet of 13
abducted traders

A meeting held at
Shuvalong army camp
yesterday decided to
reopen the Shuvalong
Bazar today.

The bazar was shut
three weeks ago allegedly
by the local members of
Parbatya Chattagram Jana
Sanghati Samity (PCJSS) in
a bid to take its control
from rival United People's
Democratic Front (UPDFE).

Lt Col Nazmul Haque,
commander of Rangamati
Sadar Zone, Tarun Kumar
Chakma, chairman of
Shuvalong union parishad
(UP) and Abdul Karim,
officer in-charge (OC) of
Barkal police station,
among others, were present
atthe meeting.

Meanwhile, police still
could not trace out the 13
small traders who were
abducted by unknown
criminals on Sunday eve-
ning from Chilekdak area of
Shuvalongunion.

PCJSS and UPDF blamed
each other over the abduc-
tion.

Sources said, joint forces
were raiding different

places in the district to
rescue the traders.

The abductees are
Ranger Chakma, Illo
Chakma, Ujjalendu
Chakma, Rupam Chakma,
Moni Chakma, Sadhan
Chakma, Kanti Chakma,
Alen Chakma, Ajit
Chakma, Amar Singh
Chakma, Junel Chakma,
Purno Bikash Chakma and
Kanungo Chakma, said
Barkal police.

An armed gang on
Sunday evening kidnapped
the 13 traders from their
engine boat when they
reached Chilekdak from
Bono Jogichhara Bazar
under Jurachhari upazila.
They were going to
Rangamati town for selling
banana, said Abdul Karim,
officer in-charge (OC) of
Barkal police station.

Both PCJSS and UPDEF
are active in Shuvalong
Bazar area . The rival groups
often lock in clashes for
control of the market, he
said.

About three weeks ago,
the PCJSS shut the mar-
ket and asked locals to
refrain from visiting it,
the OC said.

OuRr CORRESPONDENT, Lalmonirhat

Mother of an abducted schoolgirl was
assaulted in presence of villagers allegedly

Seriously injured, the victim was admit-

Quoting a case filed by victim Rupali

Begum, 46, wife of Azizar Rahman, police
said, she accused 5 people of abduction. The
case was filed with Chief Judicial Magistrate

Courton 15 May.
The accused are Farid Uddin, 20, Idris

Ali, 45, Hossain Ali, 50, Firoza Begum, 40,
and Esaton Begum, 25, all residents of

Etapota village.
Due to the case filing, the accused picked

up Rupali Begum from a road near her resi-
dence and assaulted in presence of the vil-

lagers on Tuesday.
Local people rescued her and admitted in

Lalmonirhat Sadar Hospital.
According to the case, Rupali Begum's

teen-age daughter, who was a student of
class ten at alocal school, was abducted on 6
March this year,

OC Jamir Uddin of Lalminirhat Sadar PS
said, police were conducting drives to arrest
the accused.

Another case must be recorded against
the accused for assaulting the plaintiff, the
OCsaid.
