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DEATH IN ROAD CRASH

Students stage
angry protest

Smash 40 vehicles, torch
another 2 in the capital

Enraged by the death of a student in a road accident, his
Dhaka Commerce College fellows yesterday set ablaze

two buses and vandalised some 40 other vehicles.
They also put blockades on a number of roads in

Mirpur area forabout one and a half hours.
The accident occurred around 12:30pm when Shaon

Ahmed Monu, 17, a first year HSC student, was returning
home after college on a Motijheel-bound bus of Bikalpa
Paribahan, police said. As the bus reached his destina-
tion, Mirpur section-10, the bus staft pushed him into

getting off the running bus.
When Monu attempted to get down, he fell under the

rear wheels of the bus. Passengers and local people
stopped the bus.

Monu's three friends, who were travelling with him,
rushed him to a nearby private hospital. Doctors there
said he had been brought dead.

Thedriver and the helper managedto flee.

Hearing the news, several hundred students hurried
from the campus to the spot. Theyransacked and puton
