A year into the Mirsarai tragedy in Chittagong, relatives
and fellow villagers of the 45 victims, 44 of them school-

children, are still haunted by the painful memory.
For the families and the teachers of the schools where

the 44 kids studied, the horror of the day is still fresh, no

matter how hard they try to bury their pains.
The tragedy happened on July 11 last year when a truck

carrying more than 60 students plunged into a roadside
ditch. The kids were returning home by the truck after
