An influential Atghan MP and 22 of his guests were killed
at a family wedding yesterday after a suicide bomber
infiltrated the party in the north of the war-torn country,

the third assassination of a senior official in two days.
The bomber blew himself up as he hugged lawmaker

Ahmad Khan Samangani, who was celebrating his
daughter's marriage, police said. The blast also killed the
provincial intelligence chief and a senior police com-

mander.
Samangani was close to Uzbek warlord Abdul Rashid

Dostum, and commanded thousands of men in the area.
