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RU STUDENT'S KILLING

Teachers declare one-hour
work abstention today

Rajshahi University teachers under the
banner “Nationalist Teachers' Forum” yes-
terday declared to abstain from work for one
hour today demanding that the killers of
BCL activist Abdullah Al Hasan Sohel be

handed down exemplary punishment.
Sohel, joint convener of BCL Sher-e-

Bangla Hall unit, died nearly 12 hours after
being shot during a gunfight between two
Bangladesh Chhatra League (BCL) factions
at RU early Monday.

Meanwhile, police arrested the RU unit
BCL vice president, Ashrafuzzaman Sohel,
studying for his masters in the zoology
department, after the organising secretary,
Noman Sheikh, filed a murder case against

17 BCLmen, 14 of whom were named.
Some 50 teachers of the forum brought

out a silent procession in front of the senate
building protesting the killing and demand-

ingajudicial investigation.

The forum acting president Shamsul
Alam Sarkar criticised the “unelected” Vice-
Chancellor Prof M Abdus Sobhan and
demanded his immediate removal, stating
that four students had been killed since the
VC came to office.

The students of sociology department,
where Sohel was studying in his second year,
formed a human chain in front of the central
library yesterday, demanding that the killers

be brought to book.
Leaders and activists of Bangladesh

Chhatra Union, Samajtantrik Chhatra Front,
Bangladesh Chhatra Federation and Biplobi
Chhatra Maitree also brought out a protest

procession to press home the demands.
RU unit BCL organised a press conference

at the university central cafeteria, stating that
the clash ensued among some leaders over
establishing supremacy on the campus, not
over collection of fund for the Padma bridge.
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Parked rickshaws occupy most of the footpaths and roadsides on Green Road in the capital. These areas have been turned into rickshaw

garages, causing sufferings to pedestrians. The photo was taken recently.

JU teachers boycott
classes, exams

Demand senate election prior
to VC nomination

Academic activities at Jahangirnagar University (JU) came to a
halt yesterday after a section of the university teachers staged an
all-out strike on the campus, boycotting all classes and exami-
nations on theday.

The teachers, under the banner of “Shammilito Shikkhak
Parishad,” also continued their sit-in programme in front of the
administrative building on the campus, demanding to hold the
university's senate election prior to nominating for a three-
member vice-chancellor (VC) panel.

They said 52 out of the 88 current senators of the university
are invalid since their tenures ofholding the posthas expired.

The teachers, thus, have been demonstrating from Saturday;,
demanding that the senate members be elected first and, then
only, members from among them must be nominated for the
VC's post, they said.

The JU authorities said to have called a special senate meet-
ing on July 20 to nominate theVC as per the University Act, 1973.

After the end of a three-day agitation on Monday, local organi-
sations will launch fresh programmes today demanding
arrest of killers of a journalist who was hacked to death on July
10in Sylhet.

Journalist organisations including Jatiya Press Club also
demanded arrest of the culprits.

On the night of July 10, Junaid Ahmed, a reporter of local
newspaper Daily Bibiana and general secretary of Gazipur
union Jubo Dal, phoned a former UP member saying he would
be staying in Baidyer Bazar area and that was the last anyone
heard from him, said family members.

The following day his body was found in pieces on the railway
atShaistaganjJunction Station and his family was informed.

Today a protestrally and human chain are scheduled at noon
at Fultoli on Dhaka-Sylhet highway demanding immediate
arrest and exemplary punishment to the killers.

An unnatural death case had been filed with Srimangal
Railway Police Station in this connection.
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
