HSC pass rate up as
girls outshine boys

The pass rate in this year's
HSC examinations under
the Board of Intermediate
and Secondary Education,
Dinajpur, jumped by 9.23
percent compared to last
year's while girls continued
outshining boys for the third

consecutive year.

Of the 85,773 students
who appeared in the HSC
(Higher Secondary
Certificate) examinations
from 504 educational insti-
tutions in eight northern
districts under Dinajpur
board, 64,679 came out
successful, the pass rate
being 75.41 percent, accord-
ing to the results published
yesterday.

In 2011 the pass percent-
ageinthe board was 66.18.

This year 76.36 per cent of
the female examinees
passed while the percentage
among boysis 74.46.

However, among 5009
Grade Point Average (GPA)-5
achievers under the board,

2775areboys and 2234 girls.
The pass rates in science,

humanities and businesses
studies groups are 73.02,
74.20 and 81.98 per cent
respectively.

Twelve colleges under
Dinajpur board saw hun-
dred percent pass while
nobody came out successful
from five colleges, board
sources said.

Rangpur district saw the

highest 1,653 GPA-5 achiev-
ers among the eight districts
under Dinajpur board while
Lalmonirhat district has the
highest pass rate (78.80 per

cent).
All the 46 examinees of

Rangpur Cadet College
secured GPA-5.

Md Joynal Abedin, princi-
pal of the college, said, "This
institution did the best result
in Dinajpur board for the
third consecutive year. It is a
great achievement for the
students as well as those
who are involved with the
institution.”

Of the 541 candidates
from Rangpur Cantonment
Public School and College,
535 students passed and 377

of them secured GPA-5.
"Sincerity of teachers,

students and guardians
acted behind such a good
result in the HSC examina-
tions," said Col Md Rashedul
Islam Khan, principal of the
institution.

RAJSHAHI EDUCATION BOARD
Pass percentage falls, No
of examinees rises

The pass percentage in the
HSC examinations under
Rajshahi Education Board
this year has slightly
declined compared to last
year's, despite a boost in the
number of examinees.

As many as 1,05,135
examinees appeared in
this year's HSC examina-
tions under the board
against last year's 77,681
while 78.44 per cent
examinees came out suc-
cessful this year against

79.01 percentin2011.
Although lesser number

of female candidates
appeared in the examina-
tions, they made greater
percentage than males in
securing GPA-5.

Out of 49,712 appeared
temale candidates, 3372 got
GPA-5, the percentage
being 6.78, while the males
made it at 6.32 per cent as
3500 of them got GPA-5, out
055,423 examinees.

The examinees from
business studies group
attained the highest 86.23
per cent pass rate wile
examinees of humanities,
Islamic studies and music

science and home econom-
ics group got 73.92 per cent
passrate.

Examinees appearing
from Rajshahi district
achieved the highest 81.48
per cent pass rate under the
board this year while Bogra
(80.10 per cent) and Pabna
(80.07 percent) secured the
second and third places.

From Nawabganj dis-
trict, 77.43 percent
examinees came out suc-
cessftul while the percent-
ageis 77.17 in Natore, 77 in
Naogaon, 75.25 in
Sirajganj and 71.37 in

Sylhet Education Board
achieved the highest 85.37
per cent pass rate in this
year's HSC results, among
all the nine education

boardsin the country.
Out of the total 37,772

examinees under the board,
31,903 came out successful
and both the pass percentage
and the number of GPA
achievers are much higher
than last year's.

This year's pass percent-
age 85.37 is up by 9.69 per
cent, as it was 75.68 last year.
The number of GPA achiev-
ers is 2065 this year against
last year's only 887.

This time, 12 institutions
got 100 per cent success
while it was only 4 last year.

In science group, 4865 of
the 5737 examinees came
out successful, the pass rate
being 84.8 per cent.

In humanities group, 20,158
examinees passed out of a total
24,132 (83.53 per cent pass). In
business studies group, 6880 of
the 7503 examinees came out
successful, the pass percentage
being 91.7.

Man jailed in
dowry case

A court in the district on
Tuesday sentenced a man to
two years' rigorous impris-
onment (RI) for demanding
dowry from his wife.

The convict was identified
as Zahidul Islam, son of Nazrul
[slam of Narshinghakati village
inSadarupazila.

According to the prosecu-
tion, Zahidul married
Swapna Khatun, daughter of
Azmir Molla of Dhalgram
village in Bagharpara upazila
on December 4, 2009. He
took Tk 80,000 as dowry from
Swapna's father at that time.

But he started torturing
Swapna to bring Tk 80,000
more from her father and
drove her out of his house on
April 1, 2011 as she refused
to bring the amount.

BENAPOLE AND OTHER LAND PORTS

ACC probe into tax dodging

The Anti-Corruption
Commission (ACC) has
sought information of the
custom officials, importers
and C&F agents who are
involved in tax dodging in
Benapole and other land
ports of the country.

As part of an investiga-
tion into the matter, the
ACC has sent letter to cus-
tom authorities across the
country, asking the
Customs Intelligence

Department to make a list of

those corrupt people, said
Abu Touhid Hawlader, in
charge ot Benapole Custom

Intelligence Department.

The letter has asked the
authorities to list each and
every incidents of tax dodg-
ing detected by the cus-
toms authorities between
2010 and 2012.

Amid sharp rise of tax
dodging incidents at
Benapole, the country's
largest land port, a commis-
sioner was transferred from
the custom house five
months after his taking

charge, sources said.

Tax dodging is rampant
in case of high taxable
goods like parts of motor-
cycles and three wheelers,
cloth, readymade gar-
ments and Imitation
jewellery imported
through the Benapole
land port, they said.

NBR recently imposed
new taxes on these goods
but tax dodging could not
be checked.

Tk 2221 crore was earned
against the revenue income

target of Tk 2475 crore for

fiscal year 2011-2012, which
1s Tk 194 crore less than the
target, said Golam Kibria,
programme officer of
Benapole Customs House.

The incidents of tax
evasion by giving false
declaration while import-
ing goods through
Benapole land port are
also on the rise, customs
otticials said.

Benapole Customs
House realised fine of Tk 35
crore in 294 cases of goods
import through talse decla-
rationsin2011-12.
