Salvage stops for bad weather

The rescue team formed to lift up sunken
fuel carrier MT Meherjan could not start
their scheduled work yesterday due to
adverse weather.

Start of the rescue operation, earlier
scheduled from vyesterday morning, has
been postponed as the indicator marking
spot of the capsized tanker has been washed
away by strong current of the Meghna, said
Imdadul Hug, director of Bangladesh Inland
Water Transport Authority (BIWTA).

Diving teams of navy and coastguard
reached the spot about 2:00pm yesterday after-
noontolocate the sunken vessel again, he said.

BIWTA salvage ships MV Hamza and MV
Rustam, their tugboats, and MT Jaal Kumari, an
oil tanker belonging to the owner of sunken
tanker MT Meherjan, are waiting for favourable
weather, current and timing to start the salvage

operation, said Rafikul Islam, assistant director
BIWTA and commander of MV Hamza.

"It will be difficult to lift up the tanker and its
cargo weighing over 800 tonnes. We shall try to
float the tanker up to the stage from where fuel
could be piped out to the other oil tanker kept
at the spot. We are giving top priority to safe
unloading of fuel and checking oil spill for
avoiding an environmental disaster," he said.

However, success of the rescue operation
greatly depends on the availability of favour-
able weather, sunlight, speed and nature of
the river current at the spot, said the officials
engaged in salvage operation.

MT Meherjan carrying around seven lakh
litres of fuel including 1,27,552 litres of
patrol and 5,62,479 litres of diesel sank in the
Meghna River Wednesday night after it col-
lided with empty cargo vessel MV Fazlul
Hug-3 at Gobindapur-Kaliganj Point in
Mehendiganjupazila of Barisal.

Pabna students,
transport
workers

clash: 5 hurt

At least five people were
injured as students of Pabna
University of Science and
Technology and transport
workers clashed in the dis-
trict town yesterday.

At one stage, the unruly
transport workers picked up
two students and took them
to Pabna bus terminal.

As the news spread, a
chase and counter-chase
took place between the
both groups, leaving at
least five from both sides
injured.

Earlier, the students of
the university blocked
Dhaka-Pabna highway in
the area, demanding
removal of vice chancellor
Mozaffar Hossain.

On July 17, the agitating
students observed class
boycott to press home their
eight-pointdemand.

Fake spiritual healer
held in Lalmonirhat

Police arrested a woman,
who claimed herself as a
spiritual healer, on Friday on
charge of cheating villagers.

Jesmin Begum, 27, wife
of Liton Mia of Islampur
village in Jamalpur district,
allegedly amassed thou-
sands of taka during the
last one week.

Second officer of Sadar
police station Ziaul Haque
said Jesmin used to
hyptonise the people of
Mahendro Nagar village,
especially women, and took
handsome amount of
money and other valuables
in the name of spiritual
healing.

During primary interro-
gation, the arrestee told
police that a gang of 20,
introducing themselves as
'fairy queen' or jeener maa
(mother of genie), in differ-
ent villages of Lalmonirhat
and Kurigram districts,
cheated a large number of
people in the last one week.

“I cheated villagers at
Mahendro Nagar and
earned Tk 80,000 but my
gang leader Rebeka Begum
took away the money from
me”, Jesmin said.

Jahanara Begum, 35, wife
of Tomir Uddin of the vil-
lage, said “The woman
came to our house a few
days ago and took Tk 10,000
from me by showing her

spiritual power”.

Another affected vil-
lager, Farzana Begum, 30,
said the woman took Tk
8,000 from her.

Azizul Islam, 48, of the
village, said on suspicion,
the villagers handed
Jesmin over to the police on
Friday evening after giving
a good beating.

Officer in-charge of the
PS Jamir Uddin said they
were conducting drives in
different areas of the dis-
tricts to arrest other mem-
bers ofthe gang.

Schoolboy
commits
'suicide’
