The People's Republic of Bangladesh (GOB) has received
a credit from International Development Association (the
Bank) in an amount equivalent to approximately 29.29
million US$ towards the cost of the Northern Areas
Reduction of Poverty Initiative: Women's Economic
Empowerment (NARI) Project and intends to apply part of
the proceeds to eligible payments under this contract as
mentioned above.
The objectives of the project is to BEPZA as being the
executing agency for the project will build training centers
for poverty stricken women from designated district of
North Bengal at earmarked areas in Dhaka EPZ,
Ganakbari, Ashulia, Savar, Ishwardi EPZ, Paksey, Pabna
and Karnaphuli EPZ, North Patenga, Chittagong. The
development objectives of the project is to provide capacity
building to female garment workers have been small-scale
and focused singularly on either technical or life skills
training and have yielded mixed results. There is, then a
need for (i) increasing opportunities for women from
lagging areas to access formal employment in the garment
sector and (i) a comprehensive approach to capacity
building for both entry level and experienced garment
workers in order to fully leverage the sector's potential
opportunities for female economic empowerment.

The Objectives of the Assignment are:

(1) Design an orientation program for eligible
applicants to be invited to participate in a five-day
residential orientation program in a suitable
location in the northern districts. The NARI project
will contain a brief curriculum and package of
training materials in the form of three manuals: (i)
Administrative and Operational Manual; (ii) Manual
for Trainers and (iii) Manual for Trainees.

(1i) A management fraining program which will be
taught in the project facilities needs to be
developed along with materials to prepare current
female workers for line supervisor and higher
management level positions in EPZ factories.

(1) Completion, refinement and finalization of Training
Manuals earlier prepared by an NGO for the
capacity building program of a comprehensive
three-month training curriculum and training
materials to support the economic empowerment
of poor migrant women.

(iv)  The delivery of life skills training curriculum should
complement the technical training. It will cover
topics such as (but not limited to) workers labour
rights and responsibilities, negotiation skills, health
and safety awareness, reproductive health and
hygiene, HIV/AIDS prevention,  finding
accommodation, using public transportation,
budget management etc. The consultants must
consult with female RMG workers currently
working at the respective EPZs where the
dormitories and training centers will be set up to
understand the needs and issued which should be
addressed via the life-skills training component in
order to contextualise the training and make it
effective.

The firm to be selected will be responsible for but not
limited to the activities like (i) review of previous analytical
and technical work prepared to inform NARI project design;
() literature review and site visits to existing training
programs; (iii) a market demand survey and (iv) focus
group discussions (FGDs) and interviews and finally (v)
refinement and finalization of Training Manuals for garment
sector workers in the Export Processing Zones (EPZs)
under BEPZA.

In order to accomplish such activities of the project,
BEPZA now invites eligible consulting firm(s) to indicate
their interest in providing the abovementioned services.
Interested consultants must provide information indicating
that they are qualified to perform the services (such as:
brochures, description of similar assignments, experience
in similar conditions, availability of appropriate skills among
staff, etc.). The financial capability should be shown as
"Financial Turn Over" supported by audited financial
reports for the last five years. The duration of the
assignment is for 90 days excluding the defect liability
period of 6 months i.e. 2 batches of the training.

The EOIs would be reviewed on the basis of the
following aspects to prepare a short list: i) Registration of
the firm, ii) Age of the firm in relevant business, iii)
Availability of key professionals, iv) Availability of
resources, v) Turnover of the consulting firm, vi)
Experience of the firm in similar tasks, vii) Experience of
the firm in other relevant tasks, and viii) Availability of
support services. The consultant will be selected based on
the Quality and Cost Based Selection (QCBS) method in
accordance with the procedures set out in the World
Bank's "Guidelines: Selection and Employment of
Consultants by World Bank Borrowers" dated. January
2011.
