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PM ftlies to US for UNGA

The theme for the sixty-

seventh session is: “Bringing
about adjustment or settle-
ment of international dis-
putes or situations by peace-
ful means”, which is a contin-

uation of previous sessions.
This year's UNGA carries

crucial significance as it will
take place amid some
extraordinary challenges
including terrorism, wide-
spread geopolitical instabil-
ity and the urgent need for
sustainable development.
The 193-member UNGA is
expected to be participated
by heads of state and govern-
ment from 129 countries.
The “Dhaka Declaration”
on a Peace Model proposed
by Hasina at the UNGA last
year and subsequently
adopted, will be presented at
the session this year for
discussion, following which
a resolution might come out,
officials said. Once adopted
by the UN, it would be used

as a global model for peace
and sustainable develop-
ment. The declaration was
prepared at an international
conference held in Dhaka in
August this year.

On the sidelines of the
General Assembly, Hasina is
likely to hold bilateral meet-
ings with several important
heads of state and govern-
ment including Egyptian
President Mohamed Morsi,
Senegal President Macky
Sall, Indian Prime Minister
Manmohan Singh, several

US Congressmen and others.
As per the programme

schedule, on September 24,
the premier will join a high-
level meeting of the General

Assemblyon“Rule of Law”.
Officials said this would be

a unique occasion for all
member states, non-
governmental organisations
and civil society representa-
tives to discuss and agreeona
forward-looking agenda on
strengthening the rule of law.

In the afternoon, she will
attend a dialogue styled

“Partnership on the Basis of

Equality” and then join the
reception party to be hosted
by US President Barack
Obama and First Lady
Michelle Obama in honour

of the participating heads of

state and government.

On September 25, the
prime minister will attend a
reception to be hosted by
UN Secretary General Ban
Ki-moon. Hasina is due to
chair a high-level meeting
on “Peace Building” and
attend another high-level
meeting on “Climate
Change Mitigation” as the
chief guest.

Hasina will also attend a
programme on “Education
First”, a seminar on “autism”
and a reception to be hosted
by Bangladeshi community
inthe US.

The premier is due to

leave New York for Dhaka on
September 30.

Tanker with Tk 4cr

In that case, the bridge
may be completedin 2016.

The WB suspended its
credit deal in September last
year, raising graft allegation.
In June this year the bank
cancelled the agreement,
saying it had proof of a "cor-
ruption conspiracy” involv-
ing some Bangladeshi offi-
cials, executive of a Canadian
firm and some private indi-
viduals, whose identities
remained a mystery.

When the government
entered a negotiation with
the WB in June, just days
before the cancellation, the
bank had proposed building
the bridge on turn-key basis
to check corrupt practices.
The government had
responded positively to the
offer, officials say.

Under the turn-key
method, the donors will
construct the bridge and
hand it over to the govern-
menton completion.

As per the existing arrange-
ments, the government will
construct the bridge and will
take consent from the finan-
ciers before awarding the
projectto bidders.

The WB statement yester-
day, however, did not clarify
the new implementation
approach.

The approach will be
finalised through discussion
between the donor agencies
-- the WB, the Asian
Development Bank, the
Japan International
Cooperation Agency and the
[slamic Development Bank -
- and the government, said
officials.

The WB team will also
comprise operation special-
ists, who will review the situa-
tion on the ground and the
present status of the project's

implementation before
settling for any option.

The team will also talk
with the Anti-Corruption
Commission about a fair
investigation into the
alleged graft.

During its Dhaka visit, the
team will sign two agreements
with the government -- one
with the Economic Relations
Division on the project's
implementation and another
with the ACC on investigating
the alleged graft.

According to the WB
statement, the government
has already agreed to inves-
tigations proceeding in a
full, fair, and expeditious
manner, and an independ-
ent external panel to review
the ACC inquiry and report
its findings to the govern-
ment and the WB.

Finance ministry officials
say the government wants to
start the construction at the
soonest as building the
bridge was a key election

promise.

But for the WB, ensuring
transparency and quality work
is the top priority, according to
the bankofficials.

"If implemented prop-
erly, the Padma Bridge has
the potential to deliver
remarkable benefits to the
people of Bangladesh, who
deserve transparent use of
public money, clean imple-
mentation of the project and
a high-quality bridge to spur
growth and development for
years to come,” the WB said
in the statement.

A finance ministry official
said the government was
now serious about checking
corruption in the project. The
finance minister has already
held several meetings with
top government officials on
quick and graft-free imple-
mentation of the project.

The government also
plans to form a steering
committee led by Muhith to
oversee the work.

Cost to go

Prof Jamilur said main
construction work of the
6.15km bridge would begin in
September next year if the
contract for the main bridge
construction, the largest com-
ponent in the project, could be
awarded by April, 2013.

“We have to start afresh with
the components of the project.
It will take several months to
complete the procedures,” he

told The Daily Star.
The World Bank's $1.2
billion loan would be

engaged in six components
of the project, including the
construction of the bridge,
training 14km of the Padma
river, supervision consul-
tancy, Mawa approach road
and service areas.

The $400 million credit of
Japan International
Cooperation Agency (Jica)

up by $145m

Bank's $140 million was
supposed to meet the cost of
the 12km approach road at
the Janjira end of the bridge.

Asian Development
Bank, the second highest
lender ($615 million) in the
project, would contribute in
the main bridge and river
training components.

Five international firms
were selected for the bridge
construction in July 2010. The
World Bank did not accept it
on the grounds of design
change and asked for a fresh
tender. The same five firms
qualified again in the second
tenderin January, 2011.

But the World Bank did
not approve the selection
and the loan was suspended
in September, 2011.

Atotal of 14km of the river
would be trained under this
second largest package of

companies had been
selected for this task a year
ago which the World Bank
did notapprove.

Two companies, one
Malaysian and a Bangladesh-
Malaysian joint venture,
became responsive bidders
for the construction of the
approach road at the Janjira
end of the bridge. The
Malaysian firm, which had the
lowest bid, withdrew sensing
that it quoted 29 percent less
price from the estimated cost.

The government's contri-
bution in the Padma project

is $560 million, majority of

which was spent for land
acquisition, compensation
to the affected people, reha-
bilitation and resettlement.
The government spent an
extra about $31 million to
prepare design of the Padma
bridge under a separate

6 Trinamool ministers quit govt
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The ministers who quit are
Mukul Roy, Sudip
Bandyopadhay, Sultan
Ahmed, Sougata Roy, Sisir
Adhikary and C M Jatua.
Mukul was the only cabi-
net minister in charge of
railways, Sudip was minister
of state for health, Sultan
junior minister for tourism,
Sougata junior minister for
urban development, Sisir
junior minister for rural
development and Jatua
junior minister for informa-
tion and broadcasting.
Trinamool is protesting
the government's decisions
to allow foreign direct
investment in retail India,
cap on use of subsidised
cooking gas for households
and hike in diesel price.
Manmohan Singh's gov-
ernment had announced a
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retail and aviation sectors
besides hiking diesel price.
While receiving the resig-
nation letters, the prime
minister said he was "sad"
that they were quitting,
Sudip told reporters later.
Mamata Banerjee had on
Wednesday given the govern-
ment 72 hours to withdraw
the economic reforms and
announced that her party
would quit on Friday unless
herdemands were met.

She has said she is "to-
tally against” the idea of
opening India's retail sector
to global retail giants like
Walmart, Carrefour and
Tesco and is angered by the
hike in diesel prices as these

stepsare "anti-poor".

But the government stuck
to its guns and ruled out a
reversal of the reforms and
oblige Trinamool which has
one tenth the number of
seats in parliament as
Congress.

The good news for the
government came when
Samajwadi Party, led by
Mulayam Singh Yadav,
which had backed the gov-
ernment at crucial times in
the past, came out with a
statement today pledging to
back UPA to "keep commu-
nal forcesat bay".

"Our support is clear. We
will not let communal forces
come to power. That is why I

am supporting. [ am not in
UPA. But we are supporting
so that communal forces do
not make any progress," he
told reporters in Delhi.

The pledge of continued
supportby SP will ensure the
backing of over 300 MPs to
the Manmohan Singh gov-
ernment in the 545-member
Lok Sabha.

Mulayam Singh's reiter-
ating the support to UPA
government came just a day
after his party had joined the
Left parties and BJP in
enforcing a countrywide
general strike protesting the
economic reformes.

Meanwhile, the govern-
ment yesterday ruled out

seeking a confidence vote in
the Lok Sabha.

Parliamentary Affairs
Minister PK Bansal said
there was no doubt about
the government's majority
and there was no need to
take a floor test.

Sensing that the parlia-
mentary arithmetic was in
UPA's favour even after
withdrawal of support by
Trinamool largely because
of continued outside sup-
port by SP and Mayawati-led
BSE main opposition BJP
was yesterday evasive on
whether it would demand a
special session of parlia-
ment to put to test the gov-
ernment's majority.
