Uddin, son of martyr Safir Uddin of Sohagpur and tenth
prosecution witness in the war crimes case against
Kamaruzzaman, said at least 245 people, including his

father and paternal uncle, were killed that day.
"Baka Bura, Nasa and Kadir Doctor were Razakars and

Kamaruzzaman was their chief. They committed the
massacre after bringing the Pakistan army into the vil-
lage,” said the 62-year-old witness.

During his 25-minute testimony, Jalal said
Kamaruzzaman was a Sherpur-based Razakar leader and
Razakars used to follow his orders strictly.
