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SCHOOLGIRL MARZANA'S SUICIDE AFTER RAPE

Court orders for probe report
by 7 days as uncle files case

UNB, Habiganj

A court here on Wednesday
ordered the additional
police superintendent to
submita probe report within
seven days in a case filed
against former OC of
Bahubal police station and
sixothers in connection with
the suicide of a schoolgirl
afterrape on September 14.
Judge M Mahtab Uddin of
the Women and Children
Repression Prevention
Tribunal passed the order
after a case was filed with the

tribunal on Sunday.

M Shah Alam, uncle of
victim Marzana Akhter, 15,
filed the case. Marzanawasa
class nine student at a
schoolin Sirajganij.

The accused in the case
are former OC of the police
station Azizur Rahman
Sarkar, sub-inspector
Wahidur Rahman, consta-
bles Ruhul Amin, Abdul
Kadir and Dulal Mia, Kadir's
son Masum and Ruhul's son
Fahad Hossain.

In his complaint, Shah
Alam of Charchala village in

Sirajganj, said Fahad raped
the niece of sub-inspector
Rafiqul Islam at the residen-
tial quarters at the PS while
Masum also tried to violate
heron September 14.

On information, Azizul,
now OC of Habigan]j
Detective Branch of police,
and other policemen rushed
to the spot.

They asked the girl
embarrassing questions.
After sometime they took
her to the rooftop of the
building and touched her
private organs in the name

of examination, Shah Alam
told the court.

The hapless girl jumped
from the rooftop as the
policemen tried to strip her
off, he further said.

Critically injured, Marzana
was rushed to Bahubal
Upazila Health Complex
where she died after awhile.

The complainant also
said that the OC forced
Marzana s aunt Kamrun
Nahar to file a case against
only Fahad to hide the mis-
deeds of himself and the
otheraccused.

Another accused
Tota arrested

Khalilur Rahman Mallick
alias Tota Mallick, one of the
main accused in journalist
Jamal Uddin murder case,
was arrested yesterday.

Major Arif, in-charge of
the Rapid Action Battalion
(Rab-6) Jessore camp, said a
special team of the elite
force arrested Tota from the
(Goalunda Ghat in Rajbari in
a planned raid at about
1:00pm.

Earlier Rab arrested Raju
Mallick, brother of Tota
Mallick on July 6 from
Arpara of Magura. Police
arrested Tota's wife Lata
Begum also on the night of
the killing.

Away in Paschimbanga,
India, police arrested Ukil
Mallick, another brother of
Tota from Helencha Market
under Bagda PS in 24
Pargana district on June 24.
Ukilis still in Indian jail.

Jamal Uddin, 35,
Kashipur correspondent of
Jessore-based Daily
Gramer Kagoj was brutally
murdered on the night of
June 15.

A gang of criminals
stabbed Jamal to death
after abducting him from a
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Jamal Uddin

tea stall at Kashipur Bazar
under Sharsha upazila in
Jessore at around 1lpm.
The criminals also gouged
out his left eye and cut the
tendons of the legs.

Abdul Alim, father of

the slain journalist, filed
a case with Sharsha
police station on the
following day, accusing
seven people.

The accused are Tota
Mallick, Raju Mallick and
Ukil Mallick,
Shamsher Mallick, Ramjan
Member, son of late Akbar
Ali Sheikh, Lata Begum, wife
of Tota Mia of Kashipur
village, Bazlur Rahman, son
of late Amzad Haq Mollah
and Jasim
Tengraalivillage.
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MAN DUNKED TO DEATH

4 policemen sent
to jail in Tangail

Four policemen, accused of
torturing a man to death in
Basail upazila on Tuesday,
were sent to jail yesterday.
They were arrested
from Tangail police lines
soon after filing of a mur-
der case by victim's wife
Rashida Begum with
Basail Police Station on

Wednesday night.
Police produced

Assistant sub-inspectors
(AS5Is) Mohammad
Suruzzaman and Jahangir

Hossain, constables
Mamun Miah and Sarwar
Hossain of Basail Police
Station in the Judicial
Magistrate's Court of
Tangail in the morning.
After hearing, the court sent

them to the jail.
Police informant

Bazlur Rahman Helal,
another accused in the
case, is still at large. He
had gone into hiding soon
after the incident.

The four plainclothes
policemen went to Sunna
village in the upazila on
Tuesday afternoon and
chased a few villagers
who were playing cards
on a field.

At one stage, the law
enforcers caught one Lal
Miah ot the village, 40, on a
nearby road. They beat him
up and then dunked him

into a pond.
Locals encircled the

cops, rescued Lal Miah
and sent him to the
upazila health complex
where the doctors
declared him dead. As the
news spread, the villagers
beat up the policemen and

confined them to a house.
On information,

Assistant Superintendent of

Police (ASP) Mizanur
Rahman and Basail Upazila
Nirbahi Officer (UNO)
Shahin Ara Begum reached
the village and held a meet-
ing with villagers.

The villagers freed the
four cops after the ASP
and the UNO assured
them of taking actions
against them. The cops
were immediately closed
to the police lines and

then suspended.
A daylong hartal was

observed in Basail upazila
on Wednesday demanding
immediate arrest and exem-
plary punishment of the

policemen responsible for
the death of Lal Miah.

Kidnapped schoolgirl
rescued in Patuakhali

A 12-year-old schoolgirl,
kidnapped from
Darussalam area in Dhaka
on September 29, was res-
cued from Gazamiji village
under Baufal upazila on
Tuesday midnight.

Hailing from Indrokul
village, the class six student
had gone to the capital city
to visit her sister.

Police said, a gang alleg-
edly led by Riyad Khan, 15,
son of Toiyub Ali of the vil-
lage and a class nine student
at the institution, abducted
the girl from her sister's
residence.

The brother-in-law of the
victim filed a case with
Darussalam police station,
accusing six people includ-
ing Riyad.

After the case, a team led
by Kanai Chakrabarty, assis-

tant sub-inspector of Baufal
PS, raided Riyad's home and
rescued the girl.

However, the abductors
fled the scene, sensing the
presence of the police.

In Jessore, members of
Border Guard Bangladesh
(BGB) rescued nine peo-
ple, including two
women and a child, from
Sadipur frontier on
Wednesday night while
they were being traf-
ficked to India.

However, none was
arrested, reports our
Benapole correspondent.

In-charge of 26 BGB
Benapole check post camp
Fazlur Rahman said, on
secret information, they
raided the area and rescued
the nine.

All the victims hailed
from Barisal, Bagerhat,
Faridpur,and Khulna dis-
tricts.
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
