The victim's mother on

Monday lodged a written
allegation with local police
station against Abul Kalam,

cousin of Ruma.
Locals said unidentified

criminals threw acid on
Ruma through the window
atabout 11pm when she was

asleep in her room.
Different parts of her

bodywere burnt and she was

rushed to Sadar Hospital.
Meanwhile, Kalam's

family refuted the allega-
tion, saying Kalam had been
living in Dhaka for the last 20
days. The allegation was

brought against him due to
previous enmity, they said.

In Dinajpur, a female Junior
School Certificate (JSC)
examinee was injured in an
attack by criminals at
Madhya Basudebpur in
Hakimpur upazila on
Monday.

The victim was a class VIII
student at Banglahili
Government Girls High

School.
School headmistress

Rowshanara Begam said,
two unidentified youths
hurled harmful chemicals
on the face of the girl while
she was coming out of a
toilet at her house at about
9:45am.

Hearing her scream, local
people rushed in and took
her to the upazila health
complex. Later, she was
shifted to Dinajpur BNSB Eye

Hospital for better treatment.
Doctors at the hospital

said that her both eyes were
badly affected in the attack.

'Adulterated' fertiliser seized

His body that bore marks of several stab injuries was recov-
ered from abamboo cluster near the residence in the morn-
ing, said sub-inspector of the PS Shamim Sheikh.

Erosion devours 400 homesteads
in two upazilas of Rangpur

Erosion by the rivers Teesta
and Jamuneshswari
devoured around 400 home-
steads and over 550 acres of
cropland in Pirgachha and
Taraganj upazilas in the last
two weeks.

Atleast 350 houses at four
villages in Chaola and
Tambulpur unions under
Pirgachha were eroded by
Teesta during the period.

The affected villages are
Char Tambulpur, Char
Chawla, Char Rahmat and
Shibdeb Char, said Water
Development Board (WDB)
sources.

Over 500 acres of cultiva-
ble land also went under the
river, said locals.

The erosion damaged at
least 250 meters of cross
dam in Shibdeb Char area,
said Nazir Hossain, chair-
man of Chawla union
Parishad.

Abdus Shahid, executive
engineer of WDB, Rangpur,
said “We have sent a letter to
the higher authorities seek-
ing fund to rebuild the dam”.

Away in Taraganj, around
50 homesteads atl0 villages
in Hariakuthi and Kursha
unions were devoured by the
Jamuneshsyari River in the
last one month.

Kumaresh Roy, chairman
of Hariakuthi union, said a
200-meter road from
Ikerchali Bazar to
Kashiabari Bazar at
Panchani village went
under the river water, caus-
ing immense sufferings to
the villagers.

Indefinite transport
strike called oftf
after 8 hours

Transport owners and work-
ers who went on an indefi-
nite strike in 21 southwest-
ern districts to realise their
11-point demand yesterday,
called off the programme in
the afternoon.

The strike disrupted
traffic movement in the
districts, including Kushtia,
Chuadanga, Meherpur,
Satkhira, Jhenidah,
Faridpur, Magura, Narail,
Rajbari, Bagerhat, Bhola,
Barisal and Pirojpur, for

abouteight hours.
The transport owners'

and workers' demands
include halting vandalism
and arson attack on buses
and trucks alter accident,
end to plying of human
haulers like Nasimon,
Karimon, easy bike on high-
ways, stopping extortion by
highway police and realisa-
tion of excessive toll at ferry
ghats.

SM Shah Alam Mukul,
president of Bangladesh
Sarak Paribahan Malik-
Sramik Oikya Parishad
(BSPMSOP) told a press
conference in Faridpur
yesterday that they with-
drew the strike as the
authorities agreed to take
steps in favour of their
demands.

“We are likely to sit with
Communication Minister
Obaidul Quader on Saturday
in Madaripur district over
the issues,” Mukul told the

journalists.
Earlier on September 27,

the organisation announced
in Khulna that they would
enforce the strike on
October?9.

The strike would be held
in 10 districts of Khulna
division, four of Dhaka divi-
sion and seven in Barisal
division, it said.

NAOGAON STRIKE
Meanwhile, the District
Motor Sramik Union of
Naogaon withdrew its 48-
hour strike yesterday eve-
ning after a discussion with
local administration, reports
our Chapainawabganj cor-
respondent.

The transport workers
went on a 48-hour strike
yesterday morning protest-
ing attack on their load
points and offices by crimi-
nals on July 8in the name of
truck labourers and
demanding arrest of the

culprits.
Bus services to and from

Naogaon came to a halt and
ticket counters remained
closed till evening, causing
immense sufferings to the
passengers. Truck and tank
lorries were also off the town
streets.
