She is now out of danger,

said Abdur Rashid, officer
in-charge at Mohadebpur

police station.
Rebeca was taking prepara-

tion to join the congress of
Communist PartyofBangladesh
(CPB) in Dhaka on Wednesday.
But her husband Shreebal
Barman allegedly asked her not
to attend the congress and
hurledabusesather.

Rebeca quarreled with
Shreebal over the issue on
Friday afternoon and later tried
tokillherselfby taking poison.

Shreebal went into hid-
ing, said the OC.

Over 1000 families marooned

aged due to the flood.

Police suspected that criminals might have killed the driver
and left his body in the area.

SPLITTING OF RUHEA UNION IN THAKURGAON

Protesters attack minister's
house, assault AL leader

Demonstrators attacked
Water Resources Minister
Ramesh Chandra Sen's
village home on Friday
night, protesting what
they said 'unjustified
change of the earlier
announced gazette notifi-
cation to create a new
union comprising part of
existing Ruhea union.

The agitators also beat
up Ashraful Islam, presi-
dent of Ruhea union unit
of Awami League, and two
others.

The district administra-
tion on May 24 this year
issued a gazette notitica-
tion for making a new
union parishad (UP),
dividing Ruhea union into
two parts, DC office
sources said.

After the gazette notifi-
cation was made public on
August 17, the people of
eastern portion of Ruhea
union expressed their
dissatistfaction as impor-
tant educational institu-
tions including Ruhea

Boys' High School, Ruhea
Girls’ High School and
Ruhea Degree College
would fall within the juris-
diction of the new UP
comprising the western
part.

Protesting splitting of
the union and demanding
‘'correction’ of the gazette,
they observed different
programmes including
human chain, road block,
public gathering and
hartal since August 20.

Minister Ramesh
Chandra Sen attended a
meeting of the representa-
tives of two sides of Ruhea
union on Friday after-
noon. There he
announced 'necessary
correction of the gazette
notification.

As the news spread in
the area, the people of
western side became agi-
tated and gathered in front
of the minister's home at
Ramnath village.

At one stage they
attacked the house, threw
brickbats and damaged its
windows and doors.

Former UP
member
jailed for
taking drug

The convict was identi-
fied as Ruhul Amin, 40, son
of Sabir Uddin of
Shankarpur Madhyapara
village under Kalupara
union and former UP mem-
ber of the same union under
Badarganjupazila.

The prosecution alleged
that police arrested him
from Shankarpur
Madhyapara village while he
was taking drug.

Later he was produced
before the mobile court in
the afternoon which handed
down the punishment.

Schoolboy abducted,
brutally killed

An abducted schoolboy was
strangled, then beheaded
and then his body burnt up
to destroy evidence.

The abductors then put
the remains of Arman Khan,
10, into asack and dumped it
in a septic tank belonging to
the local UP member Koyes
Ali of Baoitara village under
Sadarupazila

The horrific details about
the brutal killing came to
light after police nabbed one
of the alleged abductors
Rasheda Khatun, the first
maternal aunt of Arman, the
only son of Mokkadesh Ali of
Jhaoil village under
Kamarkhand upazila.

Police recovered the
remains of the victim on
Wednesday night after
Rasheda confessed to her
involvement in the sensa-
tional killing.

Sub Inspector Abdul
Barik, of Sadar police station
said that Arman stayed at his
maternal uncle's house at
Baoitara village under Sadar
upazila. There he was a
student of Grade III at
Baoitara Government
Primary School. He was
kidnapped in the afternoon
of October 3 while returning
from school.

In the evening of the same
day, the abductors phoned
up the family and demanded
a ransom of Tk 2 lakh. The
family grew suspicious when
the male caller asked them to
deposit the amount to the
victim's maternal aunt
Rashida Khatun. Failing to

manage the full amount,
Arman's relatives on October
5 gave Tk 5000 and asked
Rasheda to seek five more
days' time from the abduc-
tors for payment of the rest
money. On the same day, a
second telephone call from
the kidnappers set October 7
as a deadline and said failure
to pay by then would lead to
the death of Arman.

As Arman's father is a
migrant worker living in
Malaysia, the boy's mother
Marzina Begum, immediately
rushed to the Sadar police
station and filed a case, accus-
ing four people including
Rasheda Khatun, her mother
Bedena Khatun, Bablu Sheikh
and AbdulWadud.

Rasheda confessed to the
police that following filing of
the case, they decided to kill
the boy. On Wednesday
morning Rasheda was
arrested and on the basis of
her confessional statement
police recovered the
remains, charred skull and
bones, of the deceased the
same night.

Rasheda's husband
Akbar Ali is also a migrant
worker in Malaysia and
Bablu Sheikh, son of Nabin
Sheikh is a neighbour. Police
are also grilling UP member
Koyes Ali, in whose septic
tank the remains of the boy
were found.

Police said that Rasheda
had an extra marital relation
with a notorious criminal.
Recently she had a feud with
mother of Arman on this
issue. The incident of brutal
killing took placeasasequelto
the pastenmity, police said.

11 Shibir activists held

Police in separate drives
arrested 11 activists of [slami
Chhatra Shibir for pasting
posters in Sonadanga and
Khalishpur areas in the city
early yesterday.

Police arrested seven
Shibir activists from
Sonadanga area at about
3:00 am when they were
pasting posters on the walls,
demanding release of
Jamaat leaders arrested on
charge of war crimes.

The arrestees men were
