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Army officer
found dead

An army officer was found
dead at Shaheed Mahbub
Senanibas (cantonment) in
Parbatipur upazila of
Dinajpur on Sunday night.
The dead is Lieutenant
Tanjimul Haque, 21, son of
Wahidul Haque of Mojakanda
village under Nokla upazila of

Sherpurdistrict.
Police said Tanjimul was

found lying in an abnormal
state on his bed in Room No
26 of the officers' mess at
around 8:00pm. He was
rushed to Rangpur
Combined Military Hospital
(CMH) where the doctors
declared him dead.

Later, the cantonment
authorities filed an unnatu-
ral death (UD) case with

Dhaka-Mawa Road yesterday saw a tailback as several hundred people put up barri-
cades on the road at Khana Bari pointin Louhajang demanding immediate arrest of those
who shot dead Mobarak Hossain, a rent-a-car operator, near Kazir Pagla Bazar in the

Parbatipur Police Station.

At least 100 people, including women,
were injured as members of two influ-
ential families locked in fierce clashes
at Bahirbag village in Kashiani upazila
yesterday morning.

A dozen houses were ransacked and
looted by the rival groups during the
clashes. Police arrested five people and
fired at least twice at the mob to control

the situation.
Among the injured, 32 people were

admitted to the Gopalganj Sadar
Hospital and 11 taken to Kashiani
health complex and Faridpur Medical
College Hospital.

Police and villagers said that there
was a longstanding conflict between
the families of Sharif and Mia of the
village. Both the families were trying to

establish supremacy in the locality.

The deceased was identified as
Abdul Qaiyum, 40, son of Abdul
Kashim of the village, reports our corre-
spondent.

Police said there had been a long-
standing between Qaiyum and his
cousins -- Bahadur and Mahbub -- over
apiece ofland.

As a sequel to the dispute, an alter-
cation took place among them in the
morning and at one stage a group of 6-7
people led by Bahadur and Mahbub
beat up Qaiyum mercilessly, leaving
him severely injured.

Later, Qaiyum died at the upazila
health complex.

connection.
