Man jailed for 12 yrs
for bank robbery

UNE, Benapole, Jessore

A court here has sentenced a
man to 12 years' rigorous
imprisonment for looting
Bhatpara branch of Sonali
Bank in Abhaynagar upazila

17 years ago.
The convict is Nazrul

Islam alias Nazu, son of
Abdul Khaleq Molla of the
upazila.

According to the prosecu-
tion, on the night of October
17, 1995, a gang of armed
robbers, numbering 20/25,
stormed into the Bhatpara

branch office of Sonali Bank.
They entered the office by

taking its guard hostage at
gunpoint. Later the robbers
looted Tk 85,000, one rifle
and 22 bullets.

Branch manager Manik
Sheikh filed a case against
25/30 unidentified people
on the following day in this
connection.

After examining the
records and witnesses, Joint
District and Sessions Judge
Begum Dilruba Sultana on
October 31 handed down

the verdict.
The court sentenced

Nazu to seven years' rigor-
ous imprisonment under
Section 397 and fined him Tk
6,000, in default to suffer six

months' RI more.

The court gave him more
five years' rigorous impris-
onment under Section 412
and fined him Tk 3,000, in
default to suffer six months’
Rl more.

Atghoria pays tribute
to freedom fighters

People of Atghoria upazila
yesterday recalled the free-
dom fighters who were killed
by Pakistan army during the

liberation war.
On this day in 1971,

eleven freedom fighters
valiantly fought against the
Pakistani occupation forces
at Bonshipara ghat in the
upazila and embraced mar-

tyrdom.
Chaired by Commander

Zohurul Islam, a discussion
meeting was held at

Bonshipara memorial in the
morning to mark the day.
Earlier, the freedom fight-
ers of the area placed
wreaths at the memorial
paying homage to the mar-

tyred souls.
The speakers at the meet-

ing demanded punishment
to the war criminals who
perpetrated crimes against
humanity during the

LiberationWar of 1971.
Among others, freedom

fighters Abdus Sattar,
Siddikur Rahman, Ali Ashraf,
Kashem Munshi and Baten
Munshi, spoke.
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The Bongshipara memorial recalls the memory of eleven
valiant freedom fighters of Atghoria in Pabna.

As the lone doctor, deputed from a union health centre, has to deliver services to the
patients at Gomostapur Upazila Health Complex in Chapainawabganj district, outpatients
keep waiting for hours in the hospital corridor everyday.

Gomostapur health complex
has no doctor for long

Chapainawabganj

Gomostapur upazila health
complex is limping for want

ofdoctors.
The health centre has

only one doctor, who was
recently deputed from
Alinagar union sub-centre.

All the nine posts of doc-
tors including that of
Residential Medical Officer
(RMO) are vacant for long.
Although there are nurses in
all the nine posts, at least
nine posts against 25 other
staffs are vacant.

On an average, around
400 outpatients come to
avail treatment everyday
while about a dozen patients
remain admitted to the 50-

bed health complex.
The poor outpatients

keep waiting for hours as the
lone doctor is often unable
to deliver services. He has to
attend the inpatients too
after coming to his work-

placein the morning.
By the time he finishes

with the inpatients, a large
number of outpatients
queue up in front ofhis door.

Abdul Hamid, the doctor
of the health complex, said
it was not humanly possible
to deliver healthcare ser-
vices to so many people
alone.

“Sometimes patients and
their attendants become

frustrated as we can not give
proper attention to them,”

Hamid said.
Zaher Ali of Bahipara in

Rohonpur municipal area
recently came to the health
complex for treatment of his
wife Eliza Begum. "I waited
in front of the doctor's room
at outpatient department
for nearly three hours before
the doctor was able to treat
my wife", Zaher told this

correspondent.
Maksuda Begum of

Nadirabad in the same area
came at 9:00am to avail
treatment for her five-year-
old son. It was not before 1

pm that the doctor could see

the child.
Asma Khatun of

Prosadpur came to the hos-
pital for her own treatment.
Unable to see a doctor, she
returned home without

treatment.
Lack of healthcare in the

state-run health centre is
forcing many poor patients
to look for treatment else-
where. In the process of
finding an alternative, many
patients fall in the trap of
middlemen and end up
spending huge sums of
money, often borrowed from

loan sharks, locals alleged.
The health complex has

an X-Ray machine on its
premises which has never
been used. The authorities
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told this correspondent that
the machine had needed to
be properly connected to get
it started and since the wir-

ing was never done.
The quarters built for

doctors and other staffs
within the compound of the
complex lie vacant too.
Several staffs of the complex
now stay on their own
arrangements as, what they
say, that the rent for the

official quartersis too high.
Golam Mostofa, mayor of

Rohonpur municipality, said
that at least 2.5 lakh people
live in Gomostapur upazila.
But people are deprived of
theirrights to healthcare due

tolack ofdoctors.
“I urge the authorities to

please take steps to appoint
doctors immediately for the
sake of the poor people of

the area", he said.
Gomostapur upazila

health and family planning
officer Dr. Ruhul Amin said
they sent several letters to
the higher authorities con-
cerned, asking for steps to fill
up the vacant posts, espe-
cially doctors, but it “all fell
ondeafears"”.

Three women
jailed for
drug peddling

A court in Jessore on
Monday sentenced three
women to two years' rigor-
ous imprisonment each for
drug peddling.

The convicts are Zahura
Khatun, daughter of late
Belayet Ali, Jesmin Khatun,
wife of late Korban Ali and
Noorjahan, wife of late
Selim, residents of Roypara

in Jessore town.
The convicts were also

fined Tk 2,000 each.

According to the prosecu-
tion, police arrested Zahura,
Jesmin and Noorjahan from
near Jessore railway station and
recovered 70 bottles of Indian
phensidyl from their posses-
sionsonAugust 13,2005.

In Cox's Bazar, BGB mem-
bers recovered 10,000 pieces of
Yaba tablets at Sabrang Ghat in
Teknafupazilaearly Monday.

An officer of BGB 42
Battalion said that a gang of
smugglers were keeping the
tablets on the bank of the
Naaf River from a boat at

about4:00am.
Being chased, they fled

the scene leaving behind the
boat and the tablets.

Schoolgirl found
dead, schoolboy
murdered

A schoolgirl was found dead
in Dinajpur on Saturday
while a schoolboy was mur-
dered in Bogra on the previ-
ous day.

A TuBtoer ‘School
Certificate (JSC) examinee
was found dead at her resi-
dence in Kaharol upazila of
Dinajpur on Sunday, the day
before the start of the exami-

nations.
The deceased was identi-

fied as Bandana Rani
Devsharma, 12, daughter of
Bijoy Kumar Devsharma of
Purbo Sultanpur village in
the upazila, reports our
correspondent.

Kaharol police recovered
the body which was hanging
from the ceiling of her room
and sent it to Dinajpur
Medical College and
Hospital for autopsy.

It could not be known
immediately whether it was
a case of suicide or murder,
police said.

In Bogra, a schoolboy was

killed at Kalerpara village
under Dhunat upazila on
Friday.

The deceased was identified
as Moni Babu Shuvo, 12, son of
Safiqul Islam of the village,

reportsacorrespondent.
Family members alleged

that Masud Rana, son of late
Rustam Ali of the same vil-
lage murdered Shuvo by
slitting his throat by sharp
weapons.

Shuvo was a student of
class four at Kalerpara
Government Primary
School. His father is a car-
penter while mother works
at a garments factory in

Dhaka.
Sources said, after dinner

on Friday, Shuvo went to bed
with his cousin Masud Rana
as usual. Masud later took
him to a lonely place near a
local water body and killed

him brutally.
Victim's father, Safiqul

Islam lodged a murder case
with the PS and police said
they were trying to arrest the
accused.
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The Padma yesterday devoured around 150 feet area adjacent to the old ferry terminal at

Mawa in Munshiganj. Some brick structures in the area also face the onslaught of the
river and may collapse into it anytime.
