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ILLEGAL TRIP TO MALAYSIA

60 feared dead
in boat capsize

50 rescued in Teknaf

STAR REPORT

Around 60 people are feared dead after an
overcrowded engine boat carrying 110
Jjobseekers capsized in the Bay of Bengal
near Teknaf early yesterday on its way to

Malaysia.
Local fishermen rushed to their rescue

after the boat capsized around 25 kilo-
metres off the coast and rescued 50 of the

ill-fated desperadoes.
Later, Border Guard Bangladesh (BGB),

Coast Guard and Bangladesh Navy per-
sonnel took 11 of the survivors under their

custody. Two of them were Rohingyas.
The small boat had a capacity to carry

60 people at best.
Members of the Coast Guard and Navy

continued their search operations until
yesterday atternoon to find the missing
people, butin vain.

Quoting a survivor, Zamir Hossain,
BGB 42 Battalion Commander Lt Col Jahid
Hasan said the boat started for Malaysia
from Kachubunia Canal in Shahpari
[sland of Teknaf at midnight.

“Since it was overloaded, at about
3:00am, a passenger fell off the boat.
Sensing this, the sailor took a sharp U-
turn to go back to the spot [of occur-
rencel,” said Jahid, adding “"because ot
taking the turn, one side ot the boat tilted
and slowly capsized”.

Although many of the passengers went
under the boat, around 50 managed to
stay afloat with the help of the boat that
managed to float for around one and a half
hours more.

Jahid said a fisherman, Mohammad
Firoz, who among others rescued the survi-
vors, also gave him similar information

Barack Obama on his second term in the
Oval Office, 1.34 billion people in China
await a historic change in the governing

Communist Party of China (CPC).
The CPC today begins its 18th National

Congress in the capital Beijing, aiming to
send old leaders into retirement and pick
new leadership, called fifth generation
leaders, to govern the second largest econ-
omy of the world for the next 10 years.

Reforms in the context of a socialist
market economy, fighting corruption
among party cadres and enhancing intra-
party democracy will dominate the seven-
day congress set to begin this morning at
the Great Hall in Beijing, CPC spokesper-
son Cai Mingzhao said at a press briefing
attended by more than a thousand news-
men from home and abroad here last

evening.
