State-run polytechnic institutes, deemed crucial for
industrial growth and national development, have been
in dire straits owing to an acute shortage of teachers and

poororganogram.
More than 46 percent of faculty posts have been

vacant at 49 government polytechnic and mono-
technique institutes across the country for a long time,

according to the Directorate of Technical Education.
Of the government-run polytechnics, 20 are revenue-

based while the rest operate under different projects.
Every year 24,000 students get enrolled at these institutes

with aspirations to be diploma engineers.
Insiders say a poor hierarchy, irregular recruitment

and promotion, bureaucratic tangles, and above all, the
authorities' indifference to needs have accounted for the
prevailing situation, which has been causing widespread
resentment among teachers.
