China won't

China will not allow for-
eign observers into res-
tive Tibet to probe
human rights abuses, an
ofticial said yesterday,
dismissing mounting
international pressure for
an independent investi-
gation in the troubled

mountainous region.
Some 68 Tibetans have

set themselves on fire since
March 2011 in protest
against Chinese rule over
Tibetan regions. At least 56
have died, according to
Tibetan rights groups.

At least eight of the self-
immolations had been
reported in the Tibet
Autonomous Region, a prov-
ince-level administrative
area under the central gov-
ernment. The rest occurred
in Tibetan-populated areas
of other provinces in south-

western China.
The UN’s most senior

human rights official, Navi
Pillay, urged China to allow
independent human rights
monitors to visit Tibet.

Suu Kyi, Thein Sein

President Thein Sein and opposition leader Aung San Suu
Kyi must show "moral leadership” if Myanmar is to stem
communal violence between Muslims and Buddhists,

the International Crisis Group said yesterday.
Unrest has left at least 180 people dead since June and

displaced 110,000 -- mostly Rohingya Muslims, in west-
ern Rakhine State prompting international calls for the
president and Nobel laureate Suu Kyi to detend the
minority group.

"The flare-up in Rakhine State represents a deeply
disturbing backward step,” from Myanmar's reforms
atter decades of junta rule, the Brussels-based rights
group said in a report on the crisis due to be released on

Monday.
"This is a time when political leaders must rise to the

challenge of shaping public opinion rather than just

the country,” itadded.
Urging the government to curb nationalist rhetoric

from the ethnic Rakhine, who are Buddhists, the report
warned of the threat of rising "identity politics” in
Myanmar as reforms give new found freedoms to interest

groups.
The volatile Rakhine situation needs "decisive moral

leadership... by both President Thein Sein and Aung San
Suu Kyi to prevent it spreading and contribute towards

long-term solutions”, the study said.
Scores were killed and thousands of homes were

torched in renewed violence last month and the 1CG
urged the government to ensure camps for the displaced
do not become a precursor to the
Rakhine and Rohingya.

Sonia Gandhi, India's ruling
Congress party chiet, is just
not a politician and came
out with her well-informed
views on a subject far
removed from the hurly
burly politics--fashion in
women s dress.

And drawing a cue from
her mother-in-law Indira Gandhi, Sonia
Gandhi's formula for fashion statement
is: “keep itsimple”.

Addressing a convocation of National
Institutre of Fashion Technology in her
parliamentary constituency Rae Bareli on
Wednesday, Sonia pointed to a recent
trend in fashion to overdo or over-
embellish dresses and recalled how Indira
(Gandhi had worn simple sarees and had
an “innate sense of fashion”.

“The simplicity of Indiraji's elegance

- recalled Sonia.
Draped in a yellow saree,

Sonia told the fashion stu-
dents that “In the recent

years, | have noticed a trend
' in Indian fashion to overdo,
to over-embellish clothes.
Sometimes, a single gar-
ment will have zardozi,
beads, patchwork as well as
crystals. Apart from overshadowing the
wearer, such garments are uncomfortable
towear and lack elegance.

She said “fashion, in my view, does
not mean opulence. Indira Gandhi, who
was also an MP from Rae Bareli, had a
unique sense of fashion and the sim-
plicity of her elegance was admired all
over the world. Adding more ornamen-
tation to garments is very easy but that
does not add to fashion,” the UPA
Chairperson said.

Pak girl, 9, awarded
as compensation

Police in Pakistan have arrested five men after a village
council ordered a father to hand over his nine-year-old
daughter as compensation in a rape case, officers said

yesterday.
A group of elders in the remote rural area of Bahalak in

Punjab province made the ruling to settle a year-long dispute

between a farm worker and an influential local landowner,

local police station chiet Mohammad Khalid told AFP.
The worker, Arshad, who goes by one name, was

accused of involvement in the abduction and rape of

landowner Ali Sher's daughter, Khalid said.
The marriage was not formally solemnised but the

village council made Arshad agree to pay Sher 400,000
rupees ($4,000) -- a vast sum for a farm labourer in

Pakistan -- if he did not honour the ruling.
Khalid said Arshad and four council members had

been arrested.

The practice of "vani", giving daughters as compensa-
tion to end vendettas, is illegal and punishable by up to
sevenyearsin jail.

Pakistan is a deeply conservative country and women,
especially in poor rural areas, enjoy few rights and little
protection from the police.
