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BSF picks up youth

Indian Border Security Forces (BSF) picked up a
Bangladeshi cattle trader from Toluigachha frontier in
Satkhira district early yesterday. The victim was identified
as Mohammad Rana, 29, son of Shawkat Sheikh of
Gobindakati village in Sadar upazila. Bordering villagers
said BSF troops from Tarali camp at Swarupnagar in Indian
Pascimbanga state picked up Rana when he went to the
border to bring cattle around 1:00am. Major Abu Motaher
Mohammed Sohel, operation officer of 38 Rifles Battalion
of Border Guard Bangladesh (BGB), said BSF arrested Rana
as he might have entered into Indian territory by mistake.
Meanwhile, a company commander level meeting
between BSF and BGB was held around 12:00pm yesterday.
BSF men informed that Rana was sent to jail after he was
handed over to Swarupnagar police station in Bashirhat of
Pascimbanga.

Criminals attack police

But the
locals caught and handed him over to the Panchgaon
union parishad chairman Muhir Kanti Das. They later kept
him confined to a room of the parishad office. Getting no
response from inside, the night guard opened the lock and
found Gopen hanging from ceiling fan atabout 1 1 pm.

Two brickkilns fined

UNB, Bogra

The Department of Environment (DoE) on Sunday fined
the owners of two brick kilns Tk 14 lakh on charges of set-
ting up factories on agricultural land and polluting envi-
ronment. Sources said the two brick fields -- 'Raj Bricks’
owned by M Arifur Rahman alias Ranju and 'Barobari Brick
Fields' owned by M Rashedul Alam alias Panna-- were built
at Jamalpur in Shahjahanpur upazila of the district. The
brick fields were set up digging around 18 acres of cropland
and without obtaining environmental clearance certifi-
cates. Besides, the brick kilns are situated near dwelling
houses and a highway. Normal flow of the nearby water
bodies is disrupted as those are filled with earth cut for
building brick fields. Md Munir Chowdhury, director (en-
forcement) of the DoE, on information, went to the brick
fields and handed down the penalty. He also asked the
brick field authorities to remove all their structures within
the next 10 days.

Hearing their screams,

other family members res-
cued them and took them to
Dhaka Medical College

Hospital.
Daudkandi police recov-

ered a can containing acid
and held five local youths for

interrogation.
Abul Faisal, officer in-

charge of Daudkandi police
station, said the incident

might have been a sequel to
previous enmity or stalking.

Three killed

in clash
over land
dispute

At least three people were
killed and five others injured
in a clash between two rival
groups over a piece of dis-
puted land at
Satlathibrahmanbaria vil-
lage in Belkuchi upazila

yesterday morning.
The deceased were iden-

tified as Samsul Haque Kha,
45, son of Enayet Kha,
Alamgir Hossain Khan, 40,
son of Akbar Ali Khan and his
cousin Syed Ali Khan, 32, son
of Sanowar Hossain Khan of
the village.

Mizanur Rahman Khan,
officer in-charge at Belkuchi
police station said there was
a longstanding conflict
between Samsul and
Alamgir over the land at the
village.

The supporters of the
rivals attacked each other
with lethal weapons, killing
at least three and injuring
five at about 7:00am yester-
day, following an altercation
over the issue.

Of the injured, two were
admitted to Sirajganj
Hospital in critical condi-
tion, said the OC.

Additional police and Rab
personnel have been
deployed in the area to avert
further trouble, he added.

7 hurt as stalker opens fire

At least 40 people were
injured in a clash between
two groups of villagers in
Kendua upazila in
Netrakona vesterday over
stalking a schoolgirl.

Of the injured, Faizul
Talukder, Romzan Mia,
Dalim, Chatu Mia and Hakim
Mia, were admitted to
Mymensingh Medical College
and Hospital in critical condi-
tion while the rest treated at
local health complex, reports

Alamgir Hossain, officer

in-charge at Kendua police
station, said a youth of
Komolpur village made an
indecent remark at a girl of
Chilimpur on her way to

schoolin the morning,
The people of the villages
then locked in a clash, which

lasted about two hours from
12:00pm, over the issue,
leaving at least 40 from both
sides injured.

On information, police
rushed in and fired 30 gun-
shots and 20 rounds of tear
gas shell to bring the situa-
tion under control.

Local administration
imposed Section 144 on the
areas to avert further trou-
ble, said the OC.

Away in Gaibandha, at
least seven people were
injured as an alleged stalker
along with his accomplices
opened fire on them at
Barobaldia village in Sadar
upazila on Saturday, reports

our correspondent.
Police said Shah Jamal,

son of Siddique Mia of vil-
lage Boulbari in Sunderganj
upazila, recently made a
proposal to a college girl of

the village but she refused it.
Later, a gang of 10/12,

allegedly led by Siddique,
stormed into the house of
the victim at midnight and

picked up her at gunpoint.
Hearing the hue and cry,

locals chased the gang. But
seven were injured as they

came under the gun attack.
The villagers then caught

one of the attackers, Faruk
Mia, and handed him over to
police after giving him a
good beating and rescued
the kidnapped girl.

Of the injured,
Rashiduzzaman Sebu,
Atiqur Rahman Baten,
Aminul Islam and Motiur
Rahman were admitted to
Gaibandha Hospital in criti-

cal condition.
A case was filed with

Sadar police station in this
connection.
