NGOs for ROSC Project

The Reaching Out of School Children (ROSC) Project is
planning to launch Phase Il from January 1, 2013. This five-
year Project is being implemented by the Ministry of Primary
and Mass Education with financial support from the World
Bank. The objective of the project is to provide 2" chance
education to out of school children in targeted 100 new rural
upazilas (sub-districts). In the new phase ROSC is planning to
enroll 455,000 children at primary level in 13,000 Learning
Centers (LCs) which will be established in 2013 and 2014. In
each of the selected 100 upazilas, 50 LCs will be
established during the first year followed by 80 LCs in the
second year. In addition, 260,000 students studying in
grades 3 and 4 in the 48 upazilas of ROSC will get the
opportunity to complete the primary education cycle. There
will be 35 students in each LC.

The project would support access to learning opportunity for

out-of-school children by providing stipend to students and

grants to learning centers. With community management at
the field level, synchronized with a partnership between the
government and non-governmental organisations (NGO), the
approach would focus on the establishment of learning
centers (LC) set up through a Center Management Committee

(CMC) directly accountable to parents and students.

One NGO for one upazila and duration of service delivery will

be for one year. The selected NGO will be known as Partner

Drgamsatlun (PO). Key responsibilities of POs are:

. Mobilize community to identify Out of School Children
(OSC) in catchments areas and prepare list of OSC.
Check with Head Teachers of GPSs/RNGPSs about
the OSC and take their certificate of no objection for
enrollment in ROSC LC.

i. Engage Community Mobilizer (CM) meeting following
criteria: minimum of 5 years of experience on education
management. For every 50 LCs one full time Community
Mobilizer (CM) should be mobilized by the PO.

lii. Support CMCs in LC establishment and management.

iv. Support LC teachers in LC operation.

v. Liaise with other partners such as Monitoring Officers,
Teacher Coordinators, UEQ/AUEQOs and GPS/RNGPS
as necessary.

Requirements for enlistment:

o National level NGO based in the Upazila will be enlisted
by the Project Implementation Unit at Dhaka.

e Development organisations registered with appropriate
government department like Social Welfare Department
and NGO Bureau and have regular membership with
Association of Development Agencies in Bangladesh
(ADAB)/Federation of NGOs in Bangladesh
(FNB)/Campaign for Popular Education (CAMPE) for 5
years will qualify to express interest for working with
ROSC Leaming Centers.

e NGOs should have audit report for three (3)
consecutive years.

Fees for service

e POs will be deployed by the CMCs but payment for
their services will be made through Award Confirmation
Form and will be channelized via Bank Account.

e Service fees will be based on per LC supported.

The Project Director now invites eligible applicants to

indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested

consultants are invited to provide information indicating
that they are qualified to perform the services (brochures,
description of similar assignments, experience in similar
operating  conditions, availability of appropriate
professional qualification and experience among staff, efc).

The enlisted NGO will not have any scope to sub-let the

assignment to any other NGO (local or national) either in

the form of joint venture or engaging any other NGO to
assist. Once enlisted by the project the Partner

Organisation (PO) then will be deployed by the CMC. The

Partner Organisation would have to sign a partnership

agreement with CMC on a prescribed format.

Partner Organisation (PO) will be selected using the

selection sub-method in accordance with the Public

Procurement Regulations 2008 and Public Procurement

Procedures issued by the GoB. It is expected that the

services will be commenced on January 2013 for one year

a fixed term basis.
