Kalpana Chakma, then
organising secretary of HWE,
was kidnapped allegedly by
an armed gang from her
home at New Lalyaghona
village in Baghaichhari
upazila of Rangamati dis-
tricton June 12, 1996.
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Construction materials occupying the pavement and a good portion of the road remain
a nuisance for commuters and pedestrians near Hafez Building in Faridpur town,
thanks to the callousness of the people and authorities concerned.

The following day, Sathee, another
daughter of Mannan, threw boiled oil on
Mukta's left leg as she refused to carry out
the household chores due to theillness.

The siblings also beat up the domestic
help, leaving her injured over the issue.

The agitating teachers,

vice chancellor and exem-
plary punishment to the
culprits involved in
Thursday's incident on the
campus.

Before submitting the
memos, they formed a
human chain in front of the
deputy commissioner's
office in the city to press

their demands.
Leaders and activists of

Bangladesh Samajtantrik
Dal (BSD), Jatiya
Samajtantrik Dal (JSD),
Communist Party of
Bangladesh (CPB), Workers
Party and Ganatantrik Party
also joined the programme
that continued for two hours

from 12:00 noon.
Leaders of the political
parties sought intervention

of the president and the
prime minister in breaking
the deadlock at the univer-
sity. They also submitted
memos to them through the
deputy commissioner in this
regard.

Teachers and students of
the university under the
banner of “Durniti Birodhi
Mancha” began agitation on
January 6 demanding resig-
nation of Vice Chancellor
Prof Muhammad Abdul Jalil
Miah, accusing him of being
corrupt.

On Thursday morning,
unidentified criminals,
reportedly Bangladesh
Chhatra League activists,
attacked the agitating teach-
ers and students of the uni-
versity in which seven teach-
ers sustained burn injures

from battery acid.
Following the incident,

the university authorities
held a meeting at night
presided over by Vice
Chancellor Prof
Muhammad Abdul Jalil
Miah where they decided to
close the university for an
indefinite period.

2 cow lifters killed
in mob beating

Day labourer beaten to death

Two alleged cow lifters were
killed in a mob beating in
Senerchar area of Tungipara
upazila early yesterday.

The deceased were identi-
fied as Farhad Mollah, 26, son
of Insan Mollah of Nilpha
village and Sheikh Kabir
Hossain, 38, son of Abdur
Razzak of Korfa village.

Habibur Rahman, officer
in-charge at Tungipara
police station, said a gang of
cow lifters took away seven
cattle from the area.

Hearing the hue and cry,
the villagers chased the
thieves and caught Farhad
and Kabirwhen they entered
the cowshed of one
Dinobandhu Bala of the area
at midnight.

Later, the mob gave the
duo a good beating.
Critically injured, they died
atlocal hospital.

They were sent to the
upazila health complex
where the doctors declared
them dead, he said.
