Re-Invitation of EOI Notice

Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh (GoB) has signed a Loan Agreement with the
Saudi Fund for Development (SFD), part of which will be utilized for the construction of the 3rd
Shitalakhya Bridge at Bandar Upazilla, Narayangonj including cost of Supervision Consultancy
Services during implementation of the Construction of Shitalakhya Bridge Project.

The main objective of the project is to construct a 3rd bridge over Shitalakhya river at Bandar
Upazila, Narayangan) to establish direct road communication between Bandar Upazila and
Narayanganj district. This will open an alternative route to reduce traffic congestion of Dhaka city due
to generated traffic after completion of Padma Bridge. The project appraisal was done based on the
Feasibility Study report submitted in February 2010. As per preliminary conceptual design, the bridge
length is around 1290m comprising of 400m main bridge & 890m viaduct and overall width is 22.2m
with 4-Lane carriageway. The project includes construction of around 2.1km approach road. The
estimated total cost of the project is BDT 3776.28 million which includes a project loan of BDT
3116.49 million from SFD (Loan No. 13/537).

Consultancy services for construction supervision contracts will be based on pre-qualification of
consultants through intemational competition as per "Guidelines for the use of Consultants, First
Edition, 1995 of Development Institutions Members of the Coordination Group" and then there will be
a short-list of qualified firms based on the evaluation criteria which have been prepared to have more
pre-qualified consultants to ensure the competition.
