A local BNP leader was
shot dead by criminals at
Bansa village in Chatkhil
upazila of the district on

Sunday night.
Deceased Nur

Mohammad Milon, 40, son
of Master Sirajul Islam of the

village, was joint convener of
local BNP and president of

Bansa Bazar traders' associ-

ation.
L:ocals saw Nut

Mohammad lying in a pool
of blood under the mobile
phone tower in the area and
informed police at around
9:00pm.

He was rushed to
Chatkhil upazila health
complex where doctors
pronounced him dead.
Doctors said, Nur
Mohammad sustained
bullet wounds in the chest

which caused his death.
The body was sent to

Noakhali Medical
College Hospital for
autopsy. Locals pro-
tested the killing of the
BNP leader and
demanded arrest of the

accused.
They also blocked the

Chatkhil-Chishti Highway
for more than an hour.

The daylong shutdown
enforced by main opposi-
tion BNP in Rajshahi and
Rangpur divisions passed off
amid stray incidents of
violence yesterday.

Incidents of arson and
vandalism were reported
from Bogra, Natore,
Thakurgaon and Sirajganj
where at least two vehicles
were torched and 14 vanda-

lised.
BNP enforced the hartal

in 16 districts of the two
divisions demanding
release of its acting
Secretary General Mirza
Fakhrul Islam Alamgir and
central leader Ruhul
Kuddus Talukder Dulu. At
least 16 people were also
injured in clashes across
the districts during hartal,
reports our correspon-
dent.

Bogra: Pickets vandalised
at least five vehicles in the
town at around 8:00am.Two
cocktails exploded on the
Judge's Court premises at

around 11:00am.
Pro-hartal men set fire to

several tyres in front of

Azizul Haque College in the
morning.

Chase and counter-chase
also took place between
local Awami League men
and hartal supporters when
the ruling part activists
attacked a branch of Islami
Bank Bangladesh Limited in
Adamdighi upazila at
around 11:00am.

Being informed, police
rushed to the spot and dis-
persed the clashing groups,
said Ashraful Islam, assis-
tant superintendent of
police (Circle-B).

BNP activists took out
processions in the town and
blocked Bogra-Naogaon
road at Arulia point by felling
logs.

Joypurhat: Two fac-
tions of BNP district unit
clashed at Thanamore
(intersection) in the town
during hartal. Md
Alamgir Hossain
Chowdhury, district cor-
respondent of daily Kaler
Kantha and SA
Television, and BNP
activist Md Ripon were
injured during the clash
that took place at around
8:30am.

Thakurgaon: At least 10
people were injured during
chase and counter-chase
between Juba League men
and pro-hartal activists in
the town at around
11:00am.The clashing
groups also hurled brick
chips at each other. Police
fired rubber bullets and tear-
gas canisters to disperse the
activists of the two groups,
said Zahidur Rahman
Chowdhury, officer-in-
charge of Thakurgaon Police

Station.
Besides, pickets wvanda-

lised at least four vehicles,

including a night coach and
a bus, in different areas of
the town, the OC added.

Sirajganj: At least five
people were injured during
clashes between the activists
of BCL and BNP men during
hartal in Kazipur and
Raiganjupazilas.

Pickets torched a
gsoods-laden truck and
vandalised two others and
a motorbike in Raiganj.
They also set fire to a
motorbike in Kazipur.

The first phase of 100-bed
six-storied 'Holling Bery
Syed Moazzem Red Crescent
Hospital' will be inaugu-
rated in the city today.

The hospital will have all
the latest medical facilities.

British High
Commissioner to
Bangladesh Robert Gibson is
expected to inaugurate the
hospital constructed at the
costof Tk 5.5 core.

The facilities at the hospi-
tal include specialised oper-
ation theatre, special unit for
maternity and child care,
incubator centre and blood
transfusion services, said
Syed Moazzem Hossain,
donor of the hospital and
director of Pubali Bank.

The hospital is builton 12
decimals of land and named
after its donors Holling Bery
and Syed Moazzem Hossain.

An organogram with 90
officials and staffs was ear-
lier finalised for the first

phase construction of which
started on March 1, 2011.

The remaining work of
the project, including two
stories and 50 beds, would
be completed soon, said
Moazzem.

The hospital would be a

milestone for the low
income group in the north-
ern part of the city as it is the
only major health and medi-

cal service provider there,
said Igbal Hossain Forkan,
chairman of the hospital
managing comimittee and
acting president of Red

Crescent Barisal unit.
Lawmaker Muhammad
