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Glorious Service of Dhaka Metropolitan Police

The town founded by Islam Khan in 1610 1s now one of the mega cities of the world. Dhaka emerges as the capital city
of the then East Pakistan after the partition of Indian subcontinent. Then again there was a War of Liberation under the
leadership of the father of the nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman. We have won the flag of red and green at
the cost 30 lakhs of lives of the martyrs and the honour of 3 lakhs of women. Dhaka the center of arts and culture,
education, recreation tourism, trade and commerce, employment, health and treatment, media, research and
development, transport. Dhaka is a small Bangladesh within Bangladesh. Before the independence of Bangladesh, under
the Superintendent of Police of Dhaka District, the law and order of the provincial capital Dhaka was maintained through
eight police stations — Kotwali, Sutrapur, Ramna, Lalbagh, Mohammadpur, Mirpur, Tejgaon and Gulsan. With these few
police stations, it became difficult to maintain order and to keep the peace. In the end the need to create a separate police
unit to keep law and order at the required level was strongly felt. This led to the creation of Dhaka Metropolitan Police
a workforce of 6276. Dhaka is the hub of Bangladesh, and Dhaka Metropolitan Police has sole responsibility for the
peace, comfort and security of this city. We welcome people from different strata of life on the wide green of Rajarbagh
Police Lines and exchange views; share ideas and then set future work plans.

The plans we put forward for 2012 have been mostly executed. We have set up a brand new antiterrorism unit embedded
in DB. This unit effective and strong through training and the provision of equipment and logistics from friendly
countries. The use of technology is increasing. DMP is regularly using modern equipment like the latest data tracker,
portable explosive vapor detector, long distance explosive detector, bomb suits, mobile vehicle x-rays, concealed
weapon detector, bomb jammer, binoculars, heavy duty luggage scanners, water cannons, archway gates, portable
archway pates, road divider cones, signal lights, flash lights, wheel locks, APC, battery operated remote controlled road
block/police check-posts, pedestal LED light with sign, battery operated portable pedestal LED light, battery operated
portable LED warning device, prodders, net throwers, counterfeit currency identification mechanism etc.

Besides, crucial equipment like aerial equipment, through wall imaging system, IP camera, CCD camera, LED tactical
laser illuminator, holographic sight, IED detector, mobile illumination unit, dog van, and SWAT vehicles to add to law
and order control and investigation techniques. Beat policing has been inaugurated in almost all 49 police stations. We
continue our efforts to provide service to the citizens in every possible means as per our limited capacity relevant to the
socio-economic condition. Police stations have been connected with the court through CDMS. A criminal data base is
about to be created. Types and scope of non-police services have been extended. The E-traffic prosecution system has
been inaugurated. Special steps have been taken to solve slum-dwellers’ problems with police initiatives. Anti-drug
campaigns exist to create awareness. Through beat policing, DMP is trying to register drivers and guards. Citizen interest
and cooperation would increase success in this respect. The Police Blood Bank tries to meet the demand of emergency
blood requirements. In the dry season, Rajarbagh arranges safe water for poor people. Warm clothes were distributed.
NGOs, business organizations and corporatations have been requested to provide services from their own stands under
corporate social responsibility. A Visitors® note-book has been introduced in every police station. Opportunity to make
independent comments on the service of police stations has been provided and a good many are writing there in that
book. A proposal to increase police strength was framed after evaluation and field research in all possible means. If the
proposed strength is sanctioned, there would be more handsome, rapid and massive peace and security arrangements.

To accelerate DMP activities, 4 complete divisions and 8 new police stations started their journey. Under an officer of the
rank of Deputy Police Commissioner for each division, Intelligence and Investigation division of 223, Planning, Research,
and Human Resource Development division of 37, Finance and Budget division of 49 and DB-West division of 247 police
members have begun operation. In addition, under a Deputy Police Commussioner, DB-East division of 247 police members
has been sanctioned and awaits operation. The scope of beat and community policing has been expanded. The Women
Support and Investigation Division was updated and became self-sufficient with staff and vehicular support. The introduction
and use of modern equipment have been started in the Public Order Management division. In 2012, DMP received 67 Govt.
and 45 donated vehicles. Projects have been undertaken to transform DMP activities to ICT based/digitalized. Noteworthy
projects are: e-policing, e-traffic prosecution process, CDMS, CIVS, CIRMS, moming reports, team tracking system and
underground optical connectivity in metropolitan area, Besides, there are some big and small projects underway. For public
interest, some manual office activities of DMP have been digitalized and the citizens are getting its benefits. Notable
successes of digital activities in the ICT sector of DMP are: e-policing, e-traffic (traffic prosecution system), push-pull
service, case entry and monitoring system, payment collection, document handover, network connection, PIMS, DMP
website, Police blood bank website, portable CCTV monitoring, morning report, team tracker system, data recover forensic
lab, tele-conferencing, salary of non-gazetted police officers/members, pay-role making process, CCTV monitoring, criminal
identification and verification system database and crime record management system database.

Introducing short arms in place of long barrel weapons for DMP members, forming K-9 or a dog-squad for the increase of
efficiency in law and order control and criminal investigation and forming of youth community forums in colleges and
universities are underway. Proposals have been placed before the concerned authority to increase DMP man-power, vehicle
and accommodation. Continuous attempts are made to establish 07 zonal police lines at 07 sectors of Dhaka to improve the
law and order situation of the city. Already is placed before the concerned authorities, the proposal for building 4 zonal
police lines, the materialization of which is underway. In addition to this, proposals have been sent for the creation and
administrative sanction of one police station named Poshi and 3 investigation centers named Purbasha, Bindu and
Chanokyo at Purbachol Uposhohor Prokolpo to ensure public safety. Watchman Intelligent Security System was installed
at the control room within the scope of PPP. Photos and sms would be generated if any place an incident of illegal intrusion
occurred. As a result, there would be an immediate response. Physical structure where criminal and crime intelligence
database would be installed is underway. We, now, repeatedly requesting the vehicle owners to set up safety devices in their
vehicles. Twenty Five vehicles already were recovered with the help of this device. DMP equipment storage has been
enriched with the inclusion of speed and alcohol detectors.

DMP investigated 22,723 cases in 2012 with 18,465 charge-sheets. It is rare that sensational incidents in DMP remained
undetected in 2012. Notable detections are: Child Riya murder as a victim of extra-marital relationship, journalist’s son
Shahed ud Doula murder, murder and theft at Dokkhinkhan jewellery shop, 95 no. ward BNP president Maolana Rakibul
[slam Rakib murder, Saudi embassy official Khalaf Al Ali shooting and murder, Dr, Narayan Chandra Nitai murder, Dr.
Shadia Afrin murder as a consequence of an unsuccessful attempt of raping and Bishwajit Chandra Das murder case. Dhaka
Metropolitan Police set a priority in the recovery of drugs, stolen vehicles, illegal arms and ammunition and counterfeit
currencies. In 2012, counterfeit local and foreign currencies and used instruments were recovered worth BDT 20,71,58,500.
DMP recovered 11261 bottles of phensidyl, 173480 pcs of yaba, 10 kg 356 gm of heroin and others drug. A number of 47
foreign revolvers, 2 local revolvers, 74 foreign pistols, 25 local pistols and various other local-foreign arms and 2705 round
bullets were recovered. A total of 698 vehicles were recovered which accounted for 81.82 percent of the number that were
hijacked. There were 816021 violations of Motor Vehicle Act detected, 69578 vehicles were prosecuted and BDT 30,

92.31,950 was extracted in fines.
DMP Work Plan for 2013:

To prioritize the prevention of dacoity, robbery and drug related crime ; To arrange all police activities with a view to
conducting national and city corporation elections peaceful and safe ; To ensure more preventive police actions as there is
a huge back log of cases in the judicial process ; To increase people participation in DMP activities ; To increase DMP
man-power gradually as per current future demand j; To extend the scope of beats as well as community policing ; To
withdraw DMP, gradually, from non-core functions in order to increase engagement in core functions ; To adopt and realize
technology based strategies more in maintaining law and order and in facing terrorist and destructive activities ; To integrate
private security services into crime preventive activities of DMP ; To inspire the citizens to use crime preventive
technologies and to encourage private initiatives ; To accomplish the unfinished plans of 2012,

In 2012, while serving the people untiringly, 12 members of DMP sacrificed their lives, 25 were severely injured and 117
others were hurt. We expect eternal peace for and pay homage to their departed souls. We express our sympathy to the
family members of those who accepted martyrdom or injured. We express our solidarity with the irreparable loss and pain
of each and every family. With spirit of service and welfare for people flowing in our veins, the police members are
advancing every moment, risking their own lives, to ensure the security of common people. Not only the responsibilities
attributed with the job, in their activities there is the blend of ceaseless love for the country and respect and love for the
people. With the respected citizens, we want to create an atmosphere of complete security, ceaseless happiness and comfort.
We expect the participation of the citizens in transforming Dhaka to an instance of security and peace.
