Anam's first novel, "A
Golden Age," won the
2008 Commonwealth
Writers' Prize for Best First
Book and was shortlisted
for the Guardian First
Book Award and the Costa
First Novel Prize. Her fol-
low-up novel, "The Good
Muslim," was nominated
for the 2011 Man Asian
Literary Prize.

Granta has been pub-
lishing its once-in-a-
decade selection of the 20
best British novelists aged
under 40 since 1983.
Granta is widely renowned
in the literary world for its
efforts to bring to light
young writers who would
go on to dominate British
literature, garnering criti-
cal and commercial suc-
Cess.

This yvear's list,

announced at the British
Council in London on
Monday night, has major-
ity of women on it and also
writers from multicultural

backgrounds.
In addition to Anam, the

More than 150 authors
applied for inclusion on
the list. To be eligible, the
writers have to be 40 or
younger, should hold a
British passport, and
should have published or
have a contract to publish

at least one work of fic-

tion.
Anam's first two nov-

els are part of a planned
trilogy on the Liberation
War of Bangladesh. She
completed her PhD in
Social Anthropology
from Harvard University
and MA in Creative
Writing at Royal
Holloway, London.

Her writing has been
published in Granta, the
New York Times, the
Guardian and the
Financial Times.

Tahmima Anam is the
daughter of Mahfuz Anam,
editor and publisher of The
Daily Star, and grand-
daughter of late Abul
Mansur Ahmed, who was a
writer, politician and jour-

nalist.

occupied Bangladesh was

ready for a twilight strug-
gle against Pakistan. It did
not matter that
Bangabandhu had been
spirited away to prison
somewhere in Pakistan.
But it did matter that he
was the symbol of the
struggle about to be
launched by a nation bru-
talised by savagery.

Long hours had been
spent working out the
details of the announce-
ment of the government,
its line-up and its objec-
tives. Men like Amirul
[slam, the eminent lawyer,
had worked on the draft
proclamation that would

be read out on the occa-
sion. And Yusuf Ali,
teacher-turned-politician,
was there to do the job. He
would do it with finesse.
Journalists from the global
media had been told of the
event and on the day
would make sure they were
there to take in the mea-
sure of Bangalee resistance

to Pakistan.
The moment was a first

for Bangalees in their thou-
sand-year history. Of
course, Sirajuddoulah, the
last independent nawab of
Bengal, had perished in
1757, waging war against
the British and their local
cohorts in defence of a lost
cause. But here was Bengal,

or the eastern part of a

whole truncated already
through the grim turn of

events in 1947, ready to rise
in defence of its self-
esteem.

There was a qualitative
difference between
Sirajuddoulah and the
men about to transform
themselves into a govern-
ment in April 1971. It was
simple: the political struc-
ture which Tajuddin
Ahmed and his associates
hurriedly cobbled into
shape would be the first
Bangalee government in
history. Never beftore had
Bangalees governed them-
selves. Now, caught
between a rock and a hard

place, the administration
that would come to be
known as Mujibnagar
government had chosen to

strike back.
Much good and many

unprecedented events
flowed from April 17, 1971.
Students, academics, doc-
tors, lawyers, artistes, politi-
cians, civil servants, journal-
ists, diplomats, soldiers,
peasants, workers -- all ral-
lied to the cause. Thousands
of young men simply
marched from their villages
and their towns and then
trekked through woodlands
and swam across streams
and rivers to link up with
Mujibnagar. What had till
March 25 been the improba-
ble turned out to be the emi-

nently possible. Songs of

revolution that Bangalees
had never heard before
became part of their exis-
tence through Swadhin
Bangla Betar. Bangalee ofti-
cers of the Pakistan army,
now no more with it and very
much a moving torce behind
the resistance, forged a guer-
rilla force named the Mukti
Bahini and let it loose upon
the marauding men from the
mountains of the distant

west.
Bangabandhu had been

abducted by the Pakistan
army; and not one of us
knew where the rest of the
AL leadership echelon was

at that point. We would, of

course, know subsequently
that even as we worried
about the future, Tajuddin
Ahmed and Amirul Islam
were making frantic efforts
tolocate the other men who
would form the core of the
Mujibnagar government.
Over a period of nearly a
month, Syed Nazrul Islam,
Mansoor ol I
Quamruzzaman, MAG
Osmany and a host of oth-

ers would link up with

Tajuddin Ahmed.
It is that lighting of the

candle in the dark we cele-
brate this morning. The
men who built the edifice
of Bangalee resistance
little knew betore March
25, 1971 of the huge ordeal
that lay ahead of them.
They were men whose
belief in constitutional
politics had been total and
unequivocal. And yet these
were the men on whose
shoulders devolved the
responsibility of guiding a
bewildered, frightened
nation to freedom. They
did the job marvellously
well. They shaped arevolu-
tion that would put into
global political orbit the
first sovereign Bangalee
republicin history.

On April 17, 1971, a
dream was rekindled, a
people rediscovered hope
through reinventing them-
selves and a nation was
born anew.

Shibir men, joined by sev-
eral thousand villagers,
allegedly attacked an AL
motor procession and law
enforcers at Kazirhat in
Bhujpur during a country-
wide hartal enforced by
Shibir. It left three people
killed and more than 100
injured.

On Friday, police filed
the case against more than
5,000 people, including
100 named, for swooping
on law enforcers, obstruct-
ing their duty, committing
arson and vandalism and
creating anarchy.

Meanwhile, family mem-

bers of Forkan and Rubel,
who were killed during the
mayhem, filed two murder
cases with Bhujpur Police
Station yesterday.

But still the government's

actions against Amar Desh
are a direct hit against

freedom of the press.
The government has

taken shield behind various
laws relating to publication
to deny its republication.
The technicalities it has
mentioned are nothing but
trickery to stop a newspa-
per that was vigorously
anti-government and thus
attracted the government's
ire.

When the press is sty-
mied, democracy becomes
at stake. Our constitution
in its article 39 has clearly
ensured freedom of the
press. Even the Awami
League inits election mani-
festo had said freedom of
all types ol mass media and
tlow of information will be
ensured. It also pledged to
stop persecution and

intimidation of journalists.
In case of Amar Desh,

the reverse is seen in
action.

From the charges
framed against Amar Desh
acting editor Mahmudur
Rahman, his biggest
‘crime’ appears to be pub-
lishing the Skype conver-

sations.
But may one ask was it

published in public inter-
est? Did it serve to improv-
ing the functioning of the
tribunal? On both counts

the answeris 'yes'.
The conversations were

stunningly outrageous.
Many intriguing details of
the case were revealed in
thatwhich showed how the
case was being jeopardised
by the incomprehensible
behaviour of the judge of
the tribunal, an action for
which he resigned. The
Skype conversations
revealed all that and made

the tribunal further con-

troversial.
The Skypegate actually

helped put a big question
mark in
domestic and interna-
tional observers over the
neutrality of the much
coveted trial of the alleged

war criminals.
Amar Desh had done

the right thing to run the

conversations.
The government took

out the judge from the
court, but did not initiate
any judicial process
against him for jeopardis-
ing the trial.

And then it sued and
arrested Amar Desh acting
editor Mahmudur Rahman
for violating a court order
by the same judge whose
Skype conservations cre-
ated the ripple barring
publication of his
exchanges with the
Brussels-based individual.

The political motives of

the government's actions
are clear here.

First, the publication of

the conservations served
public interest the clear
outcome of which is the
resignation of the judge
(He was sent back to his
earlier position in
Supreme Court). Actions
which serve public interest
should not have been seen

as criminal acts.
Secondly, the court

which had barred the pub-
lication did not take any
action for violation of its
own order. But the govern-
ment took it on itself to sue
and arrest the editor.
Thirdly, if the newspa-
per had violated any court
order, the government
could have served notice
on the paper and asked it
to explain. It could then

the minds of

necessarily would not
entail arresting the editor
or virtually closing down
the paper. The government
could have gone to the

press council.
The government could

have used its machinery to
counter the lies of Amar
Desh, but it hardly did
anything.

None of these the gov-
ernment followed which
all the more bares the gov-
ernment's political inten-
tion to muzzle the newspa-

per.
[t appears that as an

afterthought the govern-
ment had filed cases
against the newspaper for
hurting religious senti-
ment through publishing
false pictures and news,
and also for instigating

violence.
On both accounts the

government could have
taken a different route
instead of going for arrest
and making publication

impossible.
These have made the

case for freedom of the

press weaker.
This piece can be ended

by recalling what
American president and
the author of declaration of
US independence Thomas
Jetterson said over 200

years ago in 1787. "Were it
left to me to decide

whether we should have a
government without news-
papers or newspapers
without a government, I
should not hesitate a
moment to prefer the lat-
ter. The freedom of the
press is one of the great of
bulwarks of liberty, and
can never be restrained but
by a despotic govern-
ment.”

Have we gone back in

the cases. follow legal actions which time to forget this?
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
