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Sylhet BCL factions clash

Two rival factions of Sylhet district unit of pro-Awami League
Bangladesh Chhatra League locked in a clash over establish-
ing supremacy and extortion in Government MC College
and nearby Tilagar areas of Sylhet city yesterday.

During the hour-long clash, both the groups exchanged at
least 30 rounds of gunshots, said police and locals.

The BCL activists belonging to the faction led by its Sylhet
district unit acting president Hiron Mahmud Nipu and
activists of another BCL faction led by the district unit
former (relieved) president Pankaj Purkayostha locked in
the clash around 12:00pm, they said.

Locals said the clash created panic among the people in
the area.

[kramul Kabir, Sylhet bureau chief of private television
channel Somoy TV, alleged that the BCL activists belonging
to the faction led by Hiron Mahmud attacked the televi-
sion channel's reporter Abdul Ahad and videographer
Naoshad when they were covering the incident.

The attackers also vandalised their camera, he said.

Despite several attempts over cellphone, both Hiron and
Pankaj could not be contacted for their comments.

Shahporan Police Station Officer-in-Charge Liakat Ali said
they went to the spot and brought the situation under control.

The government will arrange the upcoming general election
in a credible manner and BNP Chairperson Khaleda Zia will
take part and be defeated, said Information Minister Hasanul
Haq Inu yesterday.

"We (the Awami League-led 14-party grand alliance govern
ment) always come to power through the front door,” he told a
press briefing in his office in the capital's Bangladesh Secretariat.

He was giving an account of the present government's
achievements in the last four years. Opposition leader
Khaleda Zia has been putting pressure on the government for
restoration of the caretaker government system.

Inu said the government reduced inflation, formerly above
10 percent, to less than 10 percent and raised Gross Domestic
Product (GDP), formerly below five percent, to above six
percent.

Despite apprehension that manpower export will face
setbacks due to the global recession, the government sent 17
lakh workers abroad, he said. On digitisation in all spheres,
Inu mentioned that four years back only four crore people
used cellphones but now the figure stood ataround 10 crore.

The government will soon launch a seven-day mass
awareness raising campaign on its achievements across the
country with the help of a firm, Apan Group, he added.
