The documents show his net wealth was
Tk 5.29 lakh in 2007-2008. It increased more
than 31 times to Tk 1.66 crore five years later

in 2012-2013.

On that day, the law enforcers detained 157 leaders and
activists of the alliance during a raid on the BNP headquar-
ters after cocktails went off at a rally before it.
