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Nafis to be

sentenced
on Aug 9

Quazi Mohammad Rezwanul Ahsan Nafis, a Bangladeshi
who admitted trying to bomb the New York Federal
Reserve Bank, will be sentenced on August 9, a US federal
judge said.

Nafis, 21, pleaded guilty in February in Brooklyn, New
York, to attempting to use a weapon of mass destruction.

LIS District Judge Carol Bagley Amon set the sentencing
date on Thursday, reports Bloomberg,

The judge had also ordered a psychiatric examination of
Nafis before sentencing him. Nafis faces up to 30 years
behind bars.

Defence lawyer Heidi Cesare said outside court Thursday
that she could not disclose the reason why she asked for the
testing, but acknowledged there will be no claim that Nafis
is mentally incompetent.

"He pleaded guilty and took responsibility for his
actions,” Cesare said.

Nafis will be tested at the Metropolitan Detention Centre
in Brooklyn by Dr Richard Krueger, a forensic psychiatrist,
who will complete his report in six weeks, according to the
order signed by Judge Carol Amon.

"We think the judge needs to know as much about Mr
Nafis before she makes a sentencing decision," Cesare
added.

Federal prosecutors said Nafis was motivated to commit
jihad by the fiery Internet sermons of Anwar al-Awlaki, the
American-born Yemeni and al-Qaeda recruiter killed by a
LIS drone attack.

Federal agents helped Nafis with the bomb plot as part of
an undercover operation, reports Daily News, a New York-
based daily newspaper.

He was arrested in October last year after trying to deto-
nate what he thought was a 1,000-pound bomb at the Fed,
according to prosecutors.

However, the device was a fake.

23 hurt, 75

The duration of the
tornado was two minutes,
said a Union Parishad
Chairman Saidur Rahman
Rubel.

Earlier at noon, the
tornado which lasted for
three minutes, hit Naipur
village in Kalapara
upazila, injuring three
women and damaging at
least 25 houses.

Abdul Hakim Farazee, a
team leader for Cyclone
Preparedness Programme,
confirmed it.

Arranging science festivals featuring children
and adolescents can pave the way for
future scientists of the country, speakers
said yesterday at the inaugural session of
the two-day "First Security Islami Bank-BFF
Children Science Congress 2013 ",

The programme was organised on the
United International University's
Dhanmondi campus in the capital.

Bangladesh Freedom Foundation (BFF)
and Society for the Popularisation of
Science, Bangladesh, in association with
The Daily Star, organised the event featur-
ing 237 students from 110 institutions of 30
districts.

The two-day programme is divided into
several parts including science quiz,
networking, exhibitions and presenta-

tions of projects and papers.

Of the participants, 40 will be selected for
a camp and, of them, five will be
selected for a tour to Science City in
India, said Munir Hasan, convener of the
Ccongress.

This programme is the first of its kind in
Bangladesh and it will give a preliminary
idea of the country's budding scientists,
said Hasan.

“Students’ enthusiasm of studying science
has been significantly reduced over the
years. Our policymakers often talk
about the issue but they have taken few
initiatives to solve the situation,” said Prof
Jamilur Reza Chowdhury.

“We have moved a little bit with
Bangladesh Mathematical Olympiad and

The one-hour test, beginning at 4:00pm,
had 75 questions. A total of 42,000 candi-
dates took the test in 15 centres in the capi-
tal.

Highly placed sources said the commit-
tee seized some candidates' cellphones
around 4:03pm from exam centres in Old

Many candidates, also students of Dhaka
University, told this correspondent that they
bought copies of the 75 questions and their
answers, in handwritten format, for around

Tk 100 two to three hours before the test.

Those were offered for sale in some hall
rooms and photocopy shops, they said.

Meanwhile, many candidates also
accused some activists of the ruling party's
student organisation of providing answers
through cellphones,

Prof Hasibur said the recruitment com-
mittee had already started grading the
answer sheets as no decision over cancelling
the exam was taken till yesterday. "We
receive allegations of question paper leak-
age before every recruitment exam,” he
added.
