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'Significant'’
progress made

Says ACC chief about anti-graft body
team's Canada visit; legal adviser
contradicts his comment

The outcome of a visit to
Canada by an ACC team to
interrogate three former SNC-
Lavalin officials accused in the
Padma bridge corruption case
is far from clear.

The ACC chief and the
legal adviser gave varying
accounts of the visit while
speaking to reporters sepa-
rately at its headquarters in
the capital yesterday.

Without specifying any
progress, the Anti-
Corruption Comimission
Chairman Ghulam Rahman
said the ACC team sent to
Canada had made signifi-
cant progress in the investi-
gation into the Padma
bridge corruption allegation
case, and he was satisfied
with what they had accom-
plished there.

Contradicting his claim,
Anisul Haque, the anti-graft

body's legal adviser and a
member of the two-man
team, said they neither
could talk to the three
Canadian nationals, former
officials of Canadian com-
pany SNC-Lavalin, nor
could they collect a copy of
the diary they sought for.

He added the three were
now facing trial in a
Canadian court in connec-
tion with the Padma bridge
graft conspiracy, and so the
team could not collect the
copy of the diary of Ramesh
Shah, one of the trios.

The diary is said to have
notes on the percentage of
bribe money ready for some
Bangladeshi government
officials and former com-
munications minister Syed
Abul Hossain for awarding
SNC-Lavalin the consul-
tancy work of the bridge.

However, the team had
managed to talk to the law-

yvers of the three accused,
Anisul said.

Earlier, Faizur Rahman
Chowdhury, ACC secretary,
said the team had been sent
to Canada to interrogate the
trio -- Mohammad Ismail,
Ramesh Shah and Kevin

fales -- and collect a copy of
the diary during the team's
stay in Canada from May 21
to 24,

On December 17 last
year, the anti-graft body
filed the case against seven
people, including former
secretary of the Bridges
Division Mosharraf Hossain
Bhuiyan and the three
Canadian citizens, with the

capital's Banani Police
Station.
Amid the corruption

allegation centring on the
Padma bridge project, the
World Bank had cancelled
its $1.2 billion funding for
the bridge on June 29, 2012,

They then put the infor-
mation into new cards with
magnetic blank strips, using
devices that can read and write
cards.

The Detective Branch of
police on Saturday busted two
such fraudsters belonging to
two gangs in the capital.

Of the two, Mosharraf
Hossain, who studied infor-
mation technology in
England, was arrested in
Mirpur area, and Mohana
Thas, a Sri Lankan-born
British national and IT spe-
cialist, was arrested near
Shahjalal International
Alrport.

The arrestees told police
that they used to enter ATM
booths of different banks with
fake ID cards introducing
themselves as IT experts and
maintenance engineers of the
banks.

[n the name of security
upgrade, they told the clients
to swipe their cards in the NFC
(a wireless connectivity tech-
nology) devices, mounted on
the doors. When the
cardholders did so, the

fraudsters got their hands on
all the information they
needed.

Using duplicate cards,
they withdrew money from
ATM booths or purchased
products from different shop-
ping malls and later sold them
at a discount, said DB Joint
Commissioner Monirul
[slam at a press briefing at the
media centre of the Dhaka
Metropolitan Police.

Mosharraf learnt the trick
from Bulgarian national
Rosen Ili when he was in
Denmark. Mohana came to
Bangladesh in March and he
is an accused in a credit card
fraud case filed with
Panchlaish Police Station in
Chittagong city on Friday.

[n a six-hour drive that
started 3:00pm
Saturday, the law enforcers
seized a card reader and writer,
an NFC device, a high-
powered camera, a laptop,
nine blank cards, a few dupli-
cate credit cards, foreign cur-
rencies, fake ID cards of a
private bank and some forged
documents.

The court also directed the
police not to harass or arrest
BNP Joint Secretary General
Amanullah Aman unless he is
accused in any specific case.

The order was passed
following a writ petition filed
by Aman, which stated that he
might be apprehended, since
he was shown arrested on May
21 in a case filed with
Paltan police station on
March 6.

[n the end of 2010 when
the share market crashed, the
government took measures
to rescue it but to no avail.
Now in the run-up to the
parliamentary polls, the
government once again
wants to push up the
stockmarket to a stable con-
dition.

Inflation has been
reduced but the government

wants to bring it further
down ahead of the elections.
The income tax rate for vari-
ous agro-related farms,
including fisheries, is now as
low as 5 percent, which will
remain in place for another
two years.

Poultry farms were set to
be tax free till the end of June
this year but the time may be
extended by two years. The
tax rate for dairy farms and
cattle farms may be lowered
to 3 percent from 5 percent.

Though the price of rice is
stable, food subsidy may be
increased by 5 percent. In that
case, the distribution of rice
and wheat among low income
groups at a lower price or for
free will cost Tk 1,648 crore in
the next fiscal year

The government plans to
distribute 16.30 lakh met-
ric tonnes of rice and wheat
in the next FY. From the
beginning of the FY, the
government will go for
massive food distribution,
mainly through Vulnerable
Group Feeding (VGF)
programmes, officials said.
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
