Ward-based governance
for capital stressed

A Narayangan) court yester-
day sent nine BNP activists to
jail in two cases filed over
attacking law enforcers dur-
ing the mayhem of Hefajat-e
[slam on May 6, after reject-
ing their bail petitions.

The cases were filed with
Siddhirganj and Sonargaon
police stations.

The court, however,
ordered to continue bails
for another nine BNP men,
including the district
President Taimur Alam
Khandaker.

Judge Malik Abdullah al
Amin of District and
Session Judge's court passed
the order in the afternoon.

On May 6, some 19
people, including two bor-
der guards and two police-
men, were killed and more
than 100 were injured in the
clash in Siddhirganj of
Narayanganj.

The wards in Dhaka city should be given more decision-making power to
develop a ward-based democratic local governance structure, said Dr Hossain
Zillur Rahman, former adviser to a caretaker government, yesterday.

The central government refuses to delegate decision-making power to
the local government, he told a roundtable on “Politics of Urban Local
Governance: A Case of Dhaka City”" in the capital's Brac Centre Inn.

Presenting a joint keynote speech, Mohammad Sirajul Islam and
Harun-or-Rashid, research associates at the Institute of Governance
Studies (IGS) in Brac University, said the central government held the
power to appoint the chief executive of the city corporation or take any
institution or project off its hands.

The local government bodies lacking autonomy face even more prob-
lems when the mayor and the central governance belong to opposing
political blocs, they said, adding that ex-mayors Sadeque Hossain Khoka
and Mohammad Hanif lacked cooperation from the state, as they held
position when their rival political parties were in state power.

The management of the city is wholly dependant on a political loyalty
structure where hooligans lie between the state and the citizens, under-
mining the people's direct access to services and the representatives’
answerability to the citizens, according to the speech.

LInelected officials holding control of the city's local governance is
unconstitutional, said Salahuddin M Aminuzzaman, a professor of the
public administration department in Dhaka University, referring to the
absence of an elected administration in the Dhaka city corporation
since May 2007.

Dr Rizwan Khair, director of 1GS, which organised the roundtable,
and Executive Director of IGS Dr Sultan Hafeez Rahman also spoke on
the occasion.

Razzak Plaza
top tloor added
without approval

Says Buet inspection team

Visiting Razzak Plaza in Savar Upazila, a
Buet inspection team yesterday found con-
struction faults in the building's rooftop tin-
roofed structure, where cracks were seen in the
walls on Tuesday, according to television
reports.

After primary inspection of all the floors,
the Bangladesh University of Engineering
and technology (Buet) team led by engineer
Dr Syed Fakhrul Amin said there were no
cracks in the pillars and beams towards the
bottom.

Amin told journalists that the building
had approval for eight stories, but later one
more floor was added without approval. The
standard of the construction work of the 8th
floor is low, he said.

The building was sealed off on
Wednesday. Decision to open the building
may be taken on Saturday after further
inspection by the Buet team, he added.

Bangladesh Garment Manufacturers and
Exporters Association (BGMEA) representa-
tives and upazila nirbahi officer (UNO)
were present during the inspection.,

Engineer Abdul Khaleque of BGMEA
engineering team told The Daily Star, “The
Buet team will submit the inspection report
on Saturday.”

40 DU teachers

51 percent share of Grameen Bank.

The teachers told Prof Yunus that they would
always stand by him and Grameen Bank which
he founded three decades ago. The Banker to the
Poor thanked them for their support.
