Eight policemen were
injured as Islami Chhatra
Shibir (1CS) activists hurled
bombs at them at
Chapainawabganj
Government College cam-
pus yesterday.

The injured cops are
Officer-in-Charge (OC)
Bazlur Rashid, sub-
inspectors Rawshan Kabir,
Abu Sayed, Monir, and
Dulal, Assistant Sub-
Inspector Mukul, and con-
stables khairul Basher and
Abu Bakkar of Sadar Police
Station. They are undergo-

Police and witnesses said
the incident occurred at
around 11:00am when a
police team led by OC
Bazlur Rashid arrived on the
campus where Shibir
brought out a procession,
welcoming the HSC first
yvear students, reports our
correspondent.

Shibir men swooped on
the policemen and hurled at
least 15 bombs at them,
leaving the OC and seven
others injured. As police
started firing rubber bullets,
Shibir activists fled the
campus. Police arrested five

In Comilla, at least 10
people were injured during
a clash between police and
Jamaat-Shibir activists at
Kandirpar in the city yester-
day, according to a corre-
spondent.

Witnesses said the clash
ensued when police inter-
cepted a Jamaat-Shibir
procession at Kandirpar at
around 1:00pm.

An activist of Jubo Samity,
front organisation of
Parbatya Chattagram Jana
Sanghati Samity (PCJSS)
MN Larma faction, was shot
dead in Dighinala upazila of
the district yesterday.

The dead, Mitun
Chakma, 35, was a member
of Jubo Samity Dighinala
upazila unit, from
Purnachandra Karbari para
area of the same upazila.

Police said an unidenti-
fied gang opened fire on
Mitun in Shola Number
area while he was going to
Marung Bazaar in the
upazila, riding a motorbike
at around 8:30am. He died
instantly.

Being informed, police
went to the spot at around
10:00am, recovered the
body and sent it to
Khagrachhari Adhunik
Sadar Hospital for autopsy.

Mitun, son of late
Baichcha Chakma of
Purnachandra Karbari para
under Marun union, was

shot in the chest and head,
said Sahadad Hossain,
officer-in-charge of
Dighinala Police Station.

Samir Chakma, president
of Jubo Samity Dighinala
Upazila unit, blamed the
armed cadres of PCJSS
Shantu Larma faction for
the killing.

Refuting the allegation,
Sajib Chakma, assistant
press and information secre-
tary of PCJSS Shantu Larma
faction, said his party men
were not involved in the
killing.

On Saturday, Supan
Chakma, general secretary
of the Panchhari upazila
unit of PCJSS (MN Larma
faction) was killed allegedly
by the cadres of Shantu
Larma faction near the
upazila health complex.

Police said Mitun was
one of the witnesses to Jubo
Forum leader Shantimoni
Chakma murder case.
Shantimoni was killed by
his rivals in Purnachandra
Karbari Para areaon April 17
this year.

On top of that, to expedite
the legalisation process, the
Bangladesh High
Commission there had
recruited some 200 staff to
provide consular service to
nearly 5 lakh irregular
Bangladeshis.

Saudi businesses, espe-
cially the construction com-
panies, also demanded exten-
sion of the deadline. Some of
them even threatened of legal
actions against the labour
ministry and the passport
department for "extremely
slow procedures” of legali-
sation.

Officials of Bangladesh
high commission in Saudi
Arabia said they had provided
more than 2 lakh irregular
Bangladeshis with proper
documents.

Almost equal number of
illegal Bangladeshi migrants
was in the process of collect-
ing passports, travel docu-
ments or other papers, said
the officials.

Hanif Mia, a migrant in
Riyadh, told The Daily Star
that many Bangladeshis, who
had collected exit visa under
the amnesty, were facing
troubles leaving due to
"complexities" at the immi-
gration.

Asked about this, Emdadul
Haque expected that all the
complexities would be solved
with the extension of the grace
period.

He called upon all irregular
Bangladeshis in the kingdom
to take advantage of the
amnesty without delay and
comply with the Saudi rules.

PABNA GOVT WOMEN'S COLLEGE
Students demand solution
to accommodation crisis

Students of Pabna
Government Women's
College staged demonstra-
tion and formed a human
chain on Abdul Hamid
Road in the district town
yesterday morning demand-
ing steps to solve their dif-
ferent problems including
accommodation.

“This is a government
college but we do not have
enough classrooms and
residential facility here.
There is no playground in
the campus and cultural
programmes cannot be held
due to the lack of space”
said Mabia Mehrin Esha, a
student of intermediate
second year.

The students later sub-

mitted a memorandum to
the deputy commissioner's
office demanding allotment
of a piece of government
land adjacent to the college.

Established in 1965 at
Gopalpur in the district
town, the women's college
was nationalised in 1980.

There are two academic
buildings, a students' hostel
and the principal's house at
four separate places com-
prising a total of one acre of
land, said Prof Md Shafikul
Islam, vice principal of the
college.

Only 15 classrooms in
two academic buildings are
not enough for 1800 stu-
dents reading in the college,
said Prof Md Abdul
Mannan, principal of the
college,

"A three-katha vested
property is lying abandoned
in front of the honours
building. A local land grab-
ber has already started occu-
pation of the land. If the
government sanctions the
land for the college we will
expand our campus. A pro-
posal for it was submitted to
the district administration
earlier," the principal said.

Talking with this corre-
spondent, Pabna Deputy
Commissioner Md
Mostafizur Rahman said,
"The three-katha land is a
vested property. The decision
for its ownership is pending
with a tribunal. If the land
ownership is decided in
favour of the government we
can take step to hand it over
to the college.”
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
