8 killed in road
accidents

Eight people were killed and 46 others injured in separate
road accidents across the country yesterday:.

Staff correspondent reports, two bus drivers were killed
and 30 passengers injured when the vehicles collided head-
on in BPATC area near Jahangirnagar University in Savar, on
the outskirts of the capital, yesterday.

The dead were Munnu Miah, 35, driver of a bus of TR
Travels, and Jamir Hossain, 28, driver of a bus "Touhid
Enterprise”, The injured were admitted to Enam Medical
College Hospital and Rabeya Clinic.

Meanwhile, Solaiman, 40, of Comilla, died after a bus
ran him over before Shahjalal International Airport in
Dhaka yesterday.

QOur Moulvibazar correspondent adds, two people were
killed and five others injured when a truck rammed their
auto-rickshaw in Shahpur New Bazar area at Madhobpur
upazila in Habiganj yesterday.

The dead are Abdul Mojid, 56, of Sibpur upazila, snd
Nijam Uddin, of Brahmanbaria. The injured were rushed
to Madhobpur Health Complex.

Our Pabna correspondent adds, a sub-inspector of
Shahzadpur Police Station was killed and a constable
injured when a bus of Shyamoli Paribahan hit their
motorbike at Nukali in Shahzadpur upazila of Sirajganj
yesterday.

The deceased was Jamir Hossain, 40. Injured Sukumar
Roy is undergoing treatment.

PROTEST OVER DIPLOMA COURSE AT DU

Three hurt in 'BCL attack'

At least three left-leaning students were
injured in an attack allegedly by some music
department students and BCL activists of
Dhaka University yesterday after the former
protested introduction of a diploma course
in the department.

The injured Bangladesh Chhatra Union
Dhaka city unit President GM Zilani Shuvo,
Bangladesh Chhatra Front DU unit Official
Secretary Sushmita Roy Supti and Bangladesh

Students' Union activist Farhan Habib
received treatment at Dhaka Medical
College Hospital.

Yesterday's scheduled admission test, a
viva, for the one-year diploma course was
postponed against the backdrop of the protest,
the department Chairperson Shahnaz Nasrin
Ila told The Daily Star,

Shahnaz denied the involvement of the
department's students while Bangladesh
Chhatra League (BCL) DU unit President
Mehedi Hasan Mollah of BCL activists.

The protesters, numbering around 60,
demonstrated before the department, stating
that the diploma's introduction was a process
to “commercialise DU". When the viva
started around 10:00am, they locked up the
room where the viva was being held, said
witnesses.

The postponement came following a meet-
ing among the chairperson, proctor, arts fac-
ulty dean and two left-leaning student leaders.

The attack, with brick bats and iron rods,
on the protesters occurred before the Dhaka
LIniversity Central Students’ Union building.
The protesters then retaliated. The BCL
activists fled when the proctor arrived, said
witnesses.

RAMPAL POWER PLANT

It will fulfil a foreign
country's interests

Say oil-gas committee leaders

Leaders of the National Committee to Protect Oil, Gas, Mineral
Resources, Power and Ports yesterday alleged that the pro-
posed coal-based power plant near the Sundarbans would
fulfill "a foreign country's interests” at the cost of the forest.

The government has been taking up different controversial
projects, including the aforementioned one in Rampal,
which will ignore the interests of the masses and please
some foreign companies, they added.

The leaders were addressing a discussion, “We do not want
Rampal power plant through the destruction of the
Sundarbans. How can the power crisis be alleviated?”, the
committee organised in the capital's Mukti Bhaban.

The leaders, demanding the project's cancellation, declared
to bring out a four-day long march from Dhaka to Rampal
from September 24,

Chairing the discussion, the committee Member Secretary
Prof Anu Muhammad said there were many ways to gener-
ate electricity but there was “no alternative to the
Sundarbans”,

Engineer BD Rahmat Ullah presented a keynote, alleging
that the government's decision would cause severe degrada-
tion of the Sundarbans and adjacent croplands.

Prof Moshahida Sultana of Dhaka University explained
that the power plant would bring the country little benefit
and destroy the natural barrier, the Sundarbans, of the
coastal region against natural disasters.

Engineer Kollol Mostofa alleged that “land grabbing and
eviction of Rampal's residents” had begun to make way for
the project while there has been no proper environmental
impact assessment,

Despite experts' concerns over the project's negative
impacts, the government had signed the agreement with
India, he added.
