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Polytechnic student,
schoolboy stabbed
to death by 'friends'

A polytechnic student and a
schoolboy were stabbed to
death allegedly by 'friends'
in Pirojpur and Narsingdi
districts yesterday and the
day before.

The polytechnic student
was stabbed to death in
Pirojpur town yesterday
noon, reports our corre-
spondent.

Identified as
Khalequzzaman Reaz, 21, he
wasafinal yearstudentof Barisal
Polytechnic Institute and only
son of Abul Bashar, a retired
army officerresiding at Kuet.

Sources said, around
2:00pm Reaz was stabbed by
his friends beside Kalibari
Mondir.

Seriously injured in the
chest, he was taken to
Pirojpur Sadar Hospital
where the on duty doctor
declared him dead.

Family sources said, on
Monday morning Reaz went
to Pirojpur from his house
in Khulna and stayed at a
friend's house at night, But
they could not give details of

his friend circle in Pirojpur.

A local source said that
Reaz had a conflict with a
'friend’ in Pirojpur town
over affairs with a girl.

In Narsingdi, a schoolboy
was stabbed to death allegedly
by his ‘friends’ in Daspara
Mahalla area in the district town
on Monday night, reports LINB.

The deceased was identi-
fied as Faysal Miah, 15, son
of Abdus Samad Miah,
resident of Sadar upazila
headquarters and a Class-X
student at Brahmandi KKM
Government High School.

Officer in-charge (OC) of
Narsingdi Sadar police station
Asaduzzaman said 4/5 of
Faysal's friends called him out
of the house around 10.00pm
and took him to Daspara
Mahalla where they stabbed
him indiscriminately.

Hearing his screams,
locals rescued him and took
him to the district hospital in
critical condition, where the
on-duly doctors declared
him dead.

Policecould notimmediately
ascertain the reason behind the
killing, added the OC.

Robbery in jewellery shops

Robbers looted gold ornaments from three shops in Sonapur
Masjid Goli area of Ramganj upazila on Monday night.

Police and locals said a gang of 10/12 came to the PK

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DINAJPUR FLOODING

KONGKON KARMAKER, Dinajpur

Flash flood that engulfed scores of villages
in seven upazilas last week caused a massive
damage to crops, vegetables and washed
away many fish farms.

The flood affected people are now facing
acute crisis of food, shelter, and medical,
said locals.

Heavy rain and onrush of water from the
upstream triggered the flood, inundating
around 80 wvillages in Sadar, Biral,
Bochaganj, Birganj, Khansama, Phulbari
and Ghoraghat upazilas.

The floodwater damaged about 372
hectares of vegetable fields of green chill,
brinjal, okra, pumpkin, potato, bitter gourd
and arum and spices on seven hectares in

Vegetables, crops damaged,

the areas, said an official of Department of
Agriculture Extension (DAE) in the district.
Besides, paddy seedbeds on over 500
hectares of land went under water, causing
immense sufferings to the farmers ahead of
aman season, said Md Anwarul Alam, dep-

uty director of Dinajpur DAE.

The DAE had targeted to produce 6.5
lakh metric tones of rice by cultivating about
2,39,734 hectares of land under aman farm-

ing this year.

Meanwhile, several hundred ponds were
washed away during the flood, said fish farmers.
Rafiqul Islam, a fish farmer of Biral
upazila, said the floodwater washed
away fishes worth Tk 10 lakh of his seven

ponds last week.

11 bombs seized in
