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MOTIUR RAHMAN NIZAMI'S WAR CRIMES TRIAL

Prosecution fails to
produce witness

The prosecution in the war crimes case against Motiur
Rahman Nizami failed to produce its witness before the
International Crimes Tribunal-1 yesterday.

Prosecutor Mir Igbal Hossain told the tribunal that the
prosecution failed to produce their 16th witness because of
the Eid holidays.

He sought one week for producing the witness.

Before adjourning the proceedings, the tribunal asked
the defence about the next date for the proceedings of the
10-truck arms haul case in which Nizami is an accused.

Defence counsel informed the tribunal that proceed-
ings of the 10-truck arms haul case at Chittagong
Metropolitan Special Tribunal-1 has been adjourned until
August 13 and 14.

The three-member tribunal then adjourned the proceed-
ing until August 19.

Compared to other war crimes cases, the war crimes case
against Jamaat-e-Islami Ameer Nizami has been lagging
behind due to the prosecution’s failure in producing wit-
nesses at different times and 10-truck arms haul case.

The tribunal has been giving long adjournment because
of the 10-truck arms haul case as Nizami has to be present
before the Chittagong court in the case.

Nizami and Jamaat-e-Islami Assistant Secretary General
Abdul Quader Mollah have been indicted separately for
crimes against humanity committed during the 1971
Liberation War.

Earlier on February 2 this year, the International Crimes
Tribunal-2 pronounced verdict in the case against Quader
Mollah.

Rab releases three detained
from Azmeri's office

Three persons detained on Wednesday noon in con-
nection with the Toki murder case were released that
night after interrogation, informed Rapid Action
Battalion (Rab).

The three -- Jamshed Hossain, 32, and Shipon, 28, two
chauffeurs of Azmeri Osman, son of Jatiya Party law-
maker Nasim Osman; and Shukkur Ali, a security guard --
were arrested during a raid in Azmeri's Narayanganj office.

Rab also seized a pair of blood-stained jeans, three
sticks, some CCTV cameras, LCD monitors and a corner
show case bearing bullet marks, among other evidences of
torture, from Winner Fashion on Allama Igbal Road.

Tanvir Mohammad Toki, an A-level student, was
found dead on the banks of the Shitalakkhya on March
8, two days after he went missing.

Bede children pass Fid
without festivities

"With these earnings, we can not prop-
erly care for our children,
Rahman, father of three children, all below
the age of 10.

"My father neither gave me a new dress
last Eid nor this time,” said an 8-year-old
Zunayed Ahmed. He points to his clothes,
“This one was bought around two years
ago."” Around a dozen of his friends echoed
nearly the same,

“Itis a very hard life for us,” says a mother
feeding her 5-year-old girl rice and mashed
potatoes inside a shanty. “"How can we pro-
vide delicious food for our children,” added
Zahura Begum.

Like other marginalised groups in
Bangladesh, Bede children are deprived of
basic rights like education, healthcare and

Eid brings boundless joy and happiness to
children. But the festivities elude children of
Bede (gypsy) communities, enveloping
their lives with sadness.

A visit to a Bede community residing in
Kharia village under Munshiganj's
Lawhajang upazila on Eid day revealed
children playing barefoot, donning tat-
tered clothes. The cheeriness or enthusi-
asm in the world around them failed to
reflect on their faces.

Wearing a new dress, having appetising
food or visiting entertainment venues on
this day is a luxury for these children. Their
financially-insolvent parents can barely
make ends meet.

A person of the Bede community can
earn around Tk 80 to Tk 100 every day by
putting up shows as snake charmers and
selling cosmetics and oil, which they claim
acts as painkillers.

There are around 4 lakh Bede children,
around half of the community's popula-
tion, claimed the community leaders.

2 groups clash at Gazipur
Eid ground over selection
of imam

Two groups of people clashed at the central Eid ground in
Gazipur city on Friday as they opposed each other over
selection of an imam to conduct the Eid prayer.

No casualty was reported in the 15-minute conflict.

Police and locals said the clash erupted when it was
announced that Maulana Mizanur Rahman, pesh imam of
Baitul Mukarram mosque in Dhaka, would conduct the
prayer instead of Monir Hossain, khatib of Gazipur Central
Jame Mosque, unlike last year.

Some people opposing Maulana Mizanur threw shoes
at local Awami League leader Waz Uddin who tried to
calm the people down, they added. In this connection,
two persons had been arrested though they were released
later, said police.

Deputy Commissioner of Gazipur Nurul Islam said
Monir Hossain was an accused in a case filed for vandalising
the Gonojagoron Mancha in Gazipur city a few months
back, and following the complaint from locals, Maulana
Mizanur was chosen this year.

About 50 people congregated at the Rajbari ground for
the Eid prayer, which was conducted by Maulana Mizanur
after an hour of delay.
