Bangladeshi for
fighting against
climate change

Former US vice-president
and Nobel laureate Al Gore
has lauded a Bangladeshi
youth, Shah Meem Rafayat
Chowdhury, for his leader-
ship in combating adverse
effects of climate change and
environmental degradation.

Gore, who won Nobel
Peace Prize for his work in
climate change, urged the
young generation to be
more active to mitigate the
effects of climate change.

Gore made the remark
when Shah Meem joined
his climate leadership train-
ing programme recently in
Chicago as a youth ambas-
sador of Bangladesh.

Shah Meem handed over
a copy of his edited maga-
zine to Al Gore. The cover
page of the magazine was
titled "Born to Smile”,

An A-level examinee of
Scholastica school, 17-year-
old Shah Meem had partic-
ipated in the Rio+20 sum-
mit in Brazil last year. He
had also attended the UN
Climate Conference and
the First Meeting of the
Adaptation Committee.

Shah Meem is the son of
Quamrul Islam
Chowdhury, lead negotia-
tor of LDC climate and
sustainable development
and member of the UN
Adaptation Committee,
and journalist Kazi Shahnaz.

JS body to visit four new
diplomatic missions

The members of a parliamentary body will
visit Portugal, Greece, Mauritius and Italy
towards the end of this month to get a firsthand
experience on the activities of Bangladesh's
new embassies in those countries.

The members of the parliamentary stand-
ing committee on the foreign affairs are
likely to spend around nine days in the four
countries to see how the new diplomatic
missions are doing.

Before that visit, they will inspect Rohingya
refugee camps at Cox's Bazar for two days from
August 17 to witness the problems created by
the Myanmar refugees for Bangladesh.

These decisions were taken at a meeting
of the parliamentary committee at the Jatiya
Sangsad Bhaban yesterday with ruling
Awami League lawmaker Nilufer Zafarullah
in the chair.

This parliamentary body is comprised of
10 MPs with a lone member from main
opposition BNP,

Talking to The Daily Star, Nilufer said the
government had opened new diplomatic
missions in the four countries. “And we
want to go there to see how the embassy staff

are working to address Bangladeshi workers'
problems in those countries.”

She added that they also wanted to witness
how Bangladeshis were living in those coun-
tries. On return, they will submit recommen-
dations to the government about how
Bangladeshi workers can avail better services
from the four new embassies, she said.

Asked about the committee members'
visit to Rohingya refugee camps at Ukhiya
and Teknaf in Cox's Bazar, the committee
chief said they [Rohingya] were creating
multifarious problems for this country.
“That's why we want to visit those places to
see the whole situation.”

Emaj Uddin Pramanik, an AL MP and a
member of the JS body, said Rohingyas were a
burden for Bangladesh in many ways, as many
of them were involved in crimes in Cox's Bazar.

“Many Rohingyas have also earned
Bangladesh a bad name abroad, especially
in the Middle East, who had gone there with
Bangladeshi visas,” Pramanik said.

"Our aim to visit Cox's Bazar is to get a
clear picture of the whole issue. The com-
mittee will submit recommendations to
the government about how to tackle these
problems.”

FOUR MURDERS IN N'GAN]

Eight indicted by DB

OuRr CORRESPONDENT, N'ganj

Detective Branch (DB) of Police yesterday
submitted a charge sheet against eight per-
sons in a case filed over killing four people
including a wife of a union parishad chair-
man in Sonargaon upazila of Narayanganj.

The eight accused are Shahadat Hossain,
son of the UP Chairman Rafiqul Islam’'s first
wife; Rajib, Rafiqul's second wife
Shamima's cousin; Sohel alias Shohag and
Ashraf, Rajib's friends; Abdus Sattar, the
house security guard; Abul Badsha, driver;
and two others - Nasiruddin Mithu and
Ayan Kibriawho are absconding.

However, two others - the UP chairman's

younger brother Habibur Rahman and another
Shamin Reza - havebeen acquitted ofthe charge.

On April 19, Shamima Islam Suma, the
second wife of Pirojpur Union Parishad
Chairman and the district BNP Vice President
Rafiqul Islam; Kutub Uddin Rana,
Shamima's younger brother; Moni and
Rekha, their housemaids - were killed by
criminals at their Jhauchar residence in
Narayanganj.

The following day, Shamima's brother
Mamun filed the murder case with
Sonargaon Police Station against some
unnamed persons.

Later, the case was transferred to DB after
Shamin Reza died in police custody.
