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50 hurt as AL,
BNP men clash
In Magura

UNB, Magura

At least 50 people were injured
as local activists of the ruling
Awami League (AL) and oppo-
sition BNP locked in a clash at
Gullia village in
Mohammadpur upazila of
the district on Tuesday.

Of the injured, 10 were
admitted to different hospi-
tals of the district in critical
condition while the rest
received first aid.

Officer in-charge (OC) of
Mohammadpur police sta-
tion Manirul Islam said, AL
leader Mizanur Rahman and
BNP leader Mujibur
Rahman had long been at
loggerheads over different
issues for establishing

supremacy in the area.

At about 1:30pm on the
day, an altercation took place
between some supporters of
the leaders at a local tea stall
over a trifling matter,

Later, both the groups
equipped with lethal weap-
ons attacked each other, leav-
ing 50 people from both sides
injured.

On information, police
from Mohammadpur and
Sadar police stations rushed to
the spot and fired seven rounds
of rubber bullet and lobbed
several teargas canisters to
disperse them, added the OC.

Duringthe clash that lasted
for one and a half hours, 10
houses were also vandalised
and looted.

VGEF rice seized
from market

Police seized 310 sacks (17.5
tonnes) of rice meant for
Vulnerable Group Feeding
(VGF) programme in
Bhuapur upazila of Tangail
on Monday night.

On receiving informa-
tion from intelligence offi-
cials, police led by Bhuapur
Upazila Nirbahi Officer
(UNO) Mohammad
Helaluzzaman and officer
in-charge (OC) Rabiul Islam
raided Pathailkandi Bazar
beside the approach road of
Bangabandhu Bridge and
seized a VGF rice-laden

truck from there.

Police said rice trader
Chan Miah of Govindasi
Bazar in the upazila sent the
VGFrice to Pathailkandi Bazar
for sale on black market. Later,
the seized rice was brought to
a warehouse at Bhuapur
upazila headquarters.

The law enforcers also
arrested trucker Belal
Hossain and helper Delwar
Hossain on the spot.

Boy strangled, two
women found dead

A minor boy was strangled in
Thakurgaon and two young
women were found dead in
Pabna and Moulvibazar dis-
tricts on Saturday and Sunday.

The deceased was identi-
fied as Asad, son of Hamidur
Rahman of the same village,

Police and locals said, the
families of Hamidur Rahman
and Nurnabi had a long stand-
ing feud over local issues.

Two days ago, Sadequl of
Hamidur's family and Sohel,
23, son of Nurnabiengaged in
aquarrel.

On Saturday afternoon,
Sohel took Asad to a sugar-

cane field near their house in
the name of hunting birds
and strangled him there,

In Pabna, body of a
woman was recovered from a
roadside ditch at Gopalnagar
village of Faridpur upazila on
Sunday morning, reports our
correspondent.

She was strangled and her
body was dumped there,
policesaid.

Officer in-charge of
Faridpur police station Md
Faruk Hossain said locals
found the body of the
woman, aged about 25, but
her identity could not be
known, the OC said.

In Moulvibazar, another
woman was found dead in
Asidrunna area of Srimongal
upazila Saturday.

Police recovered the body
of the woman, aged about 25,
around 12.30pm.

Police arrested top criminal
Md Menko in connection
with the cases for robbery,
extortion and land grabbing
early yesterday.

2:00am and arrested Menko,
also the main accused in a
double-murder case.

DB police sources said they
arrested Menko in six cases
filed with Bogra Sadar and
Shajahanpurpolice stations.

Though Menko is the
prime accused in the case for
killing Moznu Pramanik and
his nephew Nahid Pramanik
in the town in May this year,
he is now on bail in the dou-
ble- murder case.

Police also recovered a
machete and a knife used in
the killing of Moznu and
Nahid from a bush on the
bank of Karatoa River in
Shajahanpur upazila yester-
day morning,

Moznu Pramanik, 30,
district Jubo League leader
and president of Fultola
Bazzar Committee in the
town, and his nephew
Nahid Pramanik, 24, were
brutally murdered by
Menko and his cohorts in
Fultola area on May 26.

Moznu's wife filed a case
accusing Menko and 10 others on
the day. Menko was later granted
bailfromacourtinthecase.

Another case was filed
against Menko with
Shajahanpur Police Station
on August 14, DB is investi-
gating the case, said DB
official Mizanur Rahman.

Youths beat dead
man branding

him as robber

House, shops looted

Locals beat a man dead,
branding him as a robber
at Uttar Charmajlispur
village in Sonagazi upazila
of the district on Tuesday
night.

Police said the wvictim,
Shafiqur Rahman, 50, was
picked up by some 15 to
20 youths led by local
union parishad (UP) mem-
ber Md Nasir Uddin from
his house at the village at
around 10:00pm and
announced over the loud-
speaker of a mosque that a
robber has been caught.

Hearing the news, locals
rushed in and took
Shafique to a place, about
two kilometres from his
house. They tied Shafique
to a bamboo pole in front
of tea shop and started
beating him up with sticks.

When Shafique fell to
the ground, they took him
to Daganbhuiyan Upazila
Health Complex where the
doctors declared him
dead.

Being informed, police
recovered the body from
the health complex and
sent it to Feni Sadar
Hospital morgue for
autopsy.

Victim's wife Jahanara
Begum filed a case with
Sonagazi Police Station
yesterday morning, accus-
ing 17 people, including

UP member Md Nasir
Uddin.

Officer-in-Charge (OC)
Subhash Chandra of
Sonagazi Police Station
said they arrested five of
the accused immediately
after filing of the case. The
arrestees are UP member
Md Nasir Uddin, 32, Titu,
42, Piyash, 25, Ratan, 32,
and Farhad, 25.

Our Dinajpur corre-
spondent reported that
robbers looted a house
and seven shops at border-
ing Jolpaitoli village and
its nearby bazaar in
Phulbari upazila early
yesterday:.

Local people said
around 40 to 50 robbers,
equipped with firearms
and sharp weapons,
swooped on the house of
Mokaram Hossain at the
village at around 2:00am
and took away gold orna-
ments and Tk 9,000.

Later, the gang came to
the bazaar, tied two night
guards--Md Emdadul
Haque and Habibur
Rahman--to an electric
pole and looted goods and
other valuable items from
seven shops.

While leaving the
bazaar, the robbers hit a
villager named Sohel Rana
with sharp weapon. He is
now undergoing treatment
at Dinajpur Medical
College Hospital.
