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Bangabandhu needs to
be freed from 'cage of
partisanship': Inu

Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, the
person behind the country's liberation from
Pakistani oppression, needs to be liberated
from the “cage of partisanship”,
Information Minister Hasanul Haq Inu said
at a discussion Wednesday on the eve of
National Mourning Day.

Terming Bangabandhu's assassination
on August 15, 1975 as the killing of “con-
science of the nation”, he said people had to
think how this day would be observed in the
future.

“We need to work together if we don't
want to see him 'assassinated' again,” he
told the programme, arranged by a faction of
the Bangladesh Federal Union of Journalists
(BFUJ) and another of the Dhaka Union of
Journalists (DU]) at the capital's Jatiya Press
Club.

Along with the minister, eminent jour-
nalists, columnists and educationists
recalled the incidents before and after
Bangabandhu's murder.

Veteran columnist Abdul Gaffar
Chowdhury said the Awami League had
failed to protect him from the conspiracies to
erase his identity from this country. People
have to think how he has been "murdered”
year after year, he said.

"They (the AL) have belittled
Bangabandhu by using his name in party
campaigns,” Chowdhury observed. He
said, "Execution of the wverdict for his
assassination is not enough to repay his

contributions.”

When the speakers criticised
Bangabandhu's successors for failing to
uphold his ideology, they also shed light on
his role in the struggle leading to the coun-
try's independence and his role as the leader
of a newly-built nation.

Veteran journalist ABM Musa said that to
uphold Bangabandhu's spirit and to see
him as immortal, people needed to practice
two of his core ideas--secularism and
democracy--based on which he dreamt of
building the nation.

“It was him [Bangabandhu| who named
this country '‘Bangladesh',” said The Daily
Star Executive Editor Syed Badrul Ahsan,
then a student at Dhaka University. He
spoke on Bangabandhu's relationships with
the world leaders.

On the day he was assassinated, he was
supposed to visit DU where everyone was
taking preparation for his arrival, said DU
Vice Chancellor Prof AAMS Arefin Siddique,
then a student at the university.

Prof Arefin and ABM Musa also spoke for
constituting a national commission,
through which people will come to know
about the political facts and conspiracies
behind his assassination.

It is the nation's responsibility to tell the
truths behind his killing, they said.

Igbal Sobhan Chowdhury, media adviser
to the prime minister, and Monjurul Ahsan
Bulbul, editor in chief of Boishakhi Television,
among others, spoke on the occasion.

Meanwhile, National Mourning Day was observed yester-
day with due solemnity in Auckland, New Zealand. The
Bangalee community at a discussion at Western Spring
Community Hall urged the Bangladesh government to
bring back the convicted killers of Bangabandhu, says a
press release.

Dr Mohammad Abdur Rashid, Shafiqur Rahman Anu,
Abu Hoque Shahin, and Tarun Kanti Choudhury Partha,
among others, addressed the discussion while Dr Zahir
Uddin Ahmed and Yusuf Murad conducted the event.

Odhikar report 'cent

percent correct’
Claims Hefajat

Hefajat-e Islam yesterday claimed that Odhikar's report,
which stated that 61 people were killed during the crack-
down on Hefajat when law enforcers flushed several thou-
sand activists out of Shapla Chattar in the capital's
Motijheel, is “100 percent correct”,

In a statement yesterday, Hefajat made the claim but the
Islamist organisation did not mention how it verified the
"list of the deceased”. Taskin Fahmina, an official of
Odhikar, told The Daily Star that they are yet to make the list
public or provide it to any organisation.

Hefajat, contradicting its own claim, further said that the
actual number of people who died during the crackdown in
May is higher than what Odhikar claims.

Protesting the arrest of Adilur Rahman Khan, secretary of
Odhikar, Hefajat demanded his immediate release. The
organisation also threatened the government with dire
consequences if Adiluris tortured physically or mentally.

Adilur was arrested on August 10 on charges of tarnishing
the image of the government, the state and law enforcers by
publishing a “false report” online about the crackdown on
Hefajat-e [slam at Shapla Chattar in May.
